ΑΙR TRAVEL:

All participants should make their own travel arrangements to arrive in Limassol.  

Cyprus is served by two legal airports:

· Larnaca International Airport (located to the South-East of the island). 
· Paphos Airport (located to the West of the island).
TRANSPORTATION:

There is availability of Taxi and Bus (Drop off point at St George Havouzas Church and then taxi ride to the Hotel of your choice) from the Airports to Limassol.  The duration of the trip is approximately 45 minutes from Larnaca and 60 minutes from Paphos.
Costs:  

By Taxi, ≈€50+8% taxes (day travel) and ≈€60+8% taxes (evening hours).

By Bus, ≈€8 (from the airport to Limassol down-town from which you need a taxi to get to the Hotel.  Approximate cost for taxi is €20).

Information on visa requirements for entry into Cyprus and on travel documents accepted by Cyprus can be found on www.cyprusvisa.eu/.   Delegates who require a visa should start their application as soon as possible. Individual invitations can be sent upon request.

Citizens from the EU and EEA member states do not require a visa.

CURRENCY:
The currency in Cyprus is the EURO (€).
ELECTRICAL APPLIANCES
Cyprus works off a flat three-pin plug system. Electrical current is between 220 and 240 volts. Conversion adapters can be purchased in duty-free shops in the airport.

Banks at Larnaca International Airport provide exchange bureau service on a 24-hour basis.

SHOPS

The common opening hours are up to 19:30 during the Winter period (November-March) and up to 20:30 during the Summer period (April-October).  On Sundays, shops in towns are closed.  On Wednesdays shops close at 14:00 hrs.  

In most of the tourist areas, both souvenir shops and supermarkets remain open until late in the evenings and all day on Sunday.
