	Information from the chairman

· EU High Level Internet Group 
The Chairman informed about the HLIG meeting that took place on the 18 March, where the Com-ITU Chair informed about CEPT preparations for the WTPF. 
The European Commission reiterated that it is preparing the defensive points for the EU Member States in preparations for the WTPF. During the next meeting of HLIG (23 March), the SG ITU visit is foreseen. 

	5
	Preparations to PP-14

Mr Wojciech Berezowski, the CEPT Coordinator for PP14 informed about the preparatory process. The time table for preparations was discussed and adopted (doc. TEMP4_rev3 Draft Time Plan 2013).  
The group agreed to give a mandate to the Coordinator and the Chairman to reach out to other institutions/organizations potentially interested in PP-14 and to other CEPT committees in order to include them in the preparations.

	WTPF-13 Preparations, CWG Internet, WSIS

WTPF

The Chairman informed that coordination meeting are foreseen during WTPF. The first one is preliminary scheduled for evening 13 May (room C CCV building). The CEPT messaging system and chat will be available. The substantive issues raised in the SG ITU’s Report and in the draft opinions were only briefly discussed. The Russian delegate informed that the Russian Federation will have a new draft opinion presented during the Forum (doc. (13) 035). Mrs Magdalena Gaj, the President of UKE (Polish NRA) was endorsed as the CEPT vicechair of WTPF. 

Member States are invited to share their red lines/lines to take at the forum section of the Com-ITU webpage.

CWG Internet
The Chairman reiterated that the group is running public consultations on: SPAM, transition between IPv4 and IPv6 and on development aspects of Internet with the deadline 1st August 2013. Member states are requested to encourage their sector representatives to participate in the process. 

WSIS

The ITU  representative gave two presentations on: WSIS Forum (13-17 May) and on the WSIS+10 Review. During the WSIS Forum Member States are requested to give short (3 minutes) official positions regarding the WSIS review (review of action lines, strategic insight). According to the majority of opinions raised, the Com-ITU should coordinate Europe in the WSIS+10 Review process.

Russian Federation and Spain invited participants to their country workshops to be 
held during the WSIS Forum.

	ITU-T Review

During the meeting, the group approved the CEPT submission to the Review Committee (doc. (13) 033). The group approved the CEPT contribution to the TSAG (doc. (13) 030_rev1).

Mrs Marie-Therese Alajouanine (France) was requested to continue as the CEPT coordinator for TSAG.



	9
	ICT definition

Despite the ITU representative’s presentation on the ICT definition exercise, the Com-ITU still has some doubts concerning the process. The Com-ITU Chair was requested to address ITU-D SG1 Chairman to clarify what is the purpose of this definition and where will it be used. The Com-ITU insisted that the Correspondence Group should have a physical meeting. 
The Russian delegate informed that the Russian contribution (doc. (13) 029) has already been submitted to the ITU-D SG 1.



	10
	ITU CWG Financial and Human Resources Issues

The new draft ‘balanced version’ of the budget (doc. (13) 027) was discussed. Majority of Member States warmly welcomed the changes to the budget and the ITU’s attempts to balance the accounts. The financial situation is still, however, considered as a major problem. Number of detailed comments were raised (eg. doc. (13) 034) such as: lack of analysis of long term commitments of ITU or not inclusion of the World Radiocommunications Conference (WRC) in 2015.
A drafting team prepared a multicountry proposal to be submitted to the ITU Council 2013 (doc. (13) 037).

	WCIT follow up, strategic discussion

Member States were not able to agree on the Com-ITU report from the WCIT (doc. (13) 009). Number of procedural and substantive issues were raised. 

Member States are invited to send their comments by 30 April 2013. 


	12
	Preparations to WTDC-14

A Serbian Delegate informed about the Serbian preparations to the Regional Preparatory Meeting (RPM) and to the Regional Development Forum (RDF) (25-28 November 2013). The ITU Representative gave two presentations on: Results Based Budget and on ITU-D activities in Europe. There is clear intention to involve a broad participation of stakeholders in RDF. Their participation in RPM is unclear. The ITU was requested to provide additional guidance on this topic.
The CEPT’s draft priorities (doc. (13) 025) were discussed and the document was warmly welcomed. Number of issues were raised and Member States are invited to submit comments to the document by 30 April. The comments should particularly focus of on:

· Regional situation,
· Global priorities,
· WTDC relations with WSIS.

	Participation of observers in Com-ITU meetings

The Group discussed the Chairman’s report on participation of observers in Com-ITU meetings (doc. (13) 024). Number of issues were raised and final decision concerning this topic was postponed until the next meeting. The group agreed to identification of a ‘genuine European interest’ as a guideline for any decision to be taken by the Com-ITU Plenary in terms of acceptance of a third party as observer. 

The three non-permanent observers to the Com-ITU (ICANN, ISOC, RIPE NNC) were invited to attend the next Com-ITU meeting foreseen in September 2013. The draft potential permanent arrangement will be prepared by the Chairman. 


	13
	ECO support to Com-ITU

The Group analysed how ECO Office’s resources might be used as a support to Com-ITU in 2013 and 2014. The following issed were identified:

· monitoring of other regions’ preparations to PP14 and WTDC13

· monitoring of revelant to Com-ITU activities of ITU-T study groups (SG 2, SG 3, SG 13 and SG 17).
· assistance in preparations to TSAG and ITU-T review (eg. Potential duplication of works between ITU-D and ITU-T).

Furthermore, the ECO Office will ECO will assist the Chairman on mission statement, Com-ITU Rules of Procedure, working methods.

	CWG STB CS
Mr. Ahmet Çavuşoğlu, Vice-President of CWG-STB-CS chaired the session.

The outcomes of the last CWG meeting were presented and discussed. The joint statement on reservation to move art. 28 (Finances of the Union) from the Consitution to the second document made by a group of CEPT Member States followed by Japan, Canada and USA was reiterated.
Mr Çavuşoğlu will be informing Com-ITU about the new developments and the report from the CWG STB CS to the ITU Council.
