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	Summary:

	 Finland has earlier proposed an IMT related agenda item for the European Common Proposal (ECP) under WRC-12 agenda item 8.2 This proposal is included in the working documents for WRC-12 Agenda Item 8.2 (Annexes 12, 13 and 14 to CPGPTA(2010)090)..
This document enhances the previous proposal by adding elements which have been discussed in CEPT and EU context since the original proposal was submitted to CPG PTA August last year.
This modified proposal is considered to fulfill the conditions set for new agenda items in Resolution 804 (WRC-07), Principles for establishing agendas for World Radiocommunication Conferences.  
The proposal is considered as an important step forward for enabling wireless broadband services. 



	Proposal:

	Finland proposes that the attached item is included in the European Common Proposal under Agenda Item 8.2 for WRC-12 and it should replace the earlier Finnish proposal. 



	Background:

	The Agenda for the WRC-15 will be established by WRC-12. In CEPT preparations for WRC-12 Agenda Item 8.2 (to recommend to the Council items for inclusion in the agenda for the next WRC, and to give its views on the preliminary agenda for the subsequent conference and on possible agenda items for future conferences, taking into account Resolution 806 (WRC‑07)) the draft CEPT brief, setting the scene for the for new agenda items, has been developed. 

The EU Commission has proposed in a communication to the Council and the European Parliament European Union’s policy approach to the ITU World Radiocommunication Conference 2012. One of the EU’s policy objectives in this communication is to include an item for next WRC agenda to respond to possible capacity constraints on the provision of wireless broadband in line with the aims of the Digital Agenda for Europe.



1. Background
Prior to WRC-07, ITU-R Report M.2078 was developed on spectrum estimates for IMT. The report took into consideration the new user demand requirements and network deployment and predicted total spectrum bandwidth requirement for both existing mobile cellular systems, including pre-IMT-2000 and IMT-2000 and its enhancements, and IMT-Advanced for the year 2020.  The predicted total spectrum requirement was calculated for both low and high user demand scenarios to be 1 280 MHz and 1 720 MHz, respectively. 

Accordingly WRC-07 decided to designate some additional spectrum for IMT. Some of the bands (450 MHz and 2.3 GHz) identified for IMT at WRC-07 can not be used for mobile cellular systems in Europe on a harmonised basis due to existing heavy use of other radio applications in those frequency bands.  

The spectrum now identified for IMT in Radio Regulation does not meet the total requirement estimated for IMT in the lower user demand scenario estimated in Report ITU-R M.2078, not even with those IMT bands not available in Europe. Therefore, WRC-07 adopted Recommendation 207 for Future IMT systems. It recommends ITU-R to study as necessary technical, operational and spectrum related issues to meet the objectives of future IMT systems. Accordingly ITU-R WP 5D is developing a new ITU-R deliverable entitled “Analysis and assessment of global broadband wireless services and marketplace for IMT” in order to review the user demand estimates in Report ITU-R M.2078. 

European Commission's Broadband Communication calls that all EU citizens should have access to wireless broadband at sufficient speed by 2015 and at least 30 Mbps by 2020. This cannot be achieved without a significant role being played by wireless infrastructures, including in the provision of broadband to rural areas, part of which can be done by giving access spectrum in the lower frequencies.
ECC PT1 has collected data from various sources (administrations and industry) to capture and analyse the trends and consequences of strong growth of mobile broadband traffic. This information has been included in ECC PT1’s working document (Annex 21 ECC PT1(2011)119) highlighting the trends for mobile broadband traffic and device penetration in Europe in the timeframe 2012-2020. The working document indicates the strong increase of Mobile Broadband traffic in different CEPT countries and shows that the previous forecasts made prior 2007 greatly underestimated the mobile data traffic. 

2. Proposal for the WRC-15 Agenda Item

The proposal for the WRC-15 Agenda Item:

“to consider the spectrum requirements and possible regulatory actions, including additional allocations to the mobile service on a primary basis to accommodate the development of broadband systems, including IMT, based on the results of ITU-R studies, in accordance with Resolution [MOBILE] (WRC‑12)”.
3. Proposal for a WRC-15 Resolution related to the Agenda Item
DRAFT  RESOLUTION  [MOBILE]  (WRC-12)

Studies on the spectrum requirements and additional allocations to the mobile service for broadband systems including IMT (International Mobile Telecommunications)
The World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 2012),

considering

a)
that currently, there are more than one billion mobile broadband subscriptions worldwide and, by 2013, the number of mobile broadband subscriptions is projected to reach approximately 2.4 billion;
b)
that for global operation and economies of scale, which are key requirements for the success of mobile communication systems, it is desirable to agree on common technical, operational and spectrum-related parameters of systems;

c) 
that adequate spectrum availability is a prerequisite for the success of the continuing development of mobile broadband systems, including IMT;

d)
that the technical characteristics of IMT are specified in ITU‑R and ITU‑T Recommendations, including Recommendation ITU‑R M.1457 which contains the detailed specifications of the radio interfaces of IMT;

e)
that the frequency arrangements for implementation of the terrestrial component of IMT have been specified in ITU-R Recommendation M.1036; 

f)
that WRC-07 adopted Recommendation 207 on Future IMT systems requesting studies on technical, operational and spectrum related issues to meet the objectives of future IMT systems;
 g)
that the favourable propagation characteristics of the spectrum below 1 GHz are beneficial to provide cost-effective solutions for coverage, including rural and/or large areas of low population density;

h)
that proximity to bands already identified for IMT may lead to reduced complexity of equipment;

recognizing

a) that the results of ITU-R studies, as contained in Report ITU-R M.2078, predicted that the total spectrum requirement for mobile cellular systems (including spectrum already in use, or planned to be used) in the year 2020 will be significantly higher than the total already identified for the terrestrial component of IMT in RR 5.286AA, 5.317A, 5.384A, 5.388 and 5.430A; 
emphasizing
a)
that flexibility must be afforded to administrations to determine, at a national level, how much spectrum to make available for mobile broadband systems, including IMT from within the identified bands;

resolves to invite ITU-R

to study the market and spectrum requirements for the broadband systems including IMT, and develop Recommendations as required; 
2
to study potential additional frequency ranges below 1 GHz  as well as other frequency bands including 3600 – 4200 MHz in Region 1 and 2700 – 2900 MHz on a global  basis for the broadband systems including IMT, notably assessing their advantages and disadvantages;

to study sharing and compatibility between broadband systems including IMT and systems of the other services and develop Recommendations as required;

to report, in time for WRC‑15, on the results of these studies 
resolves to invite WRC-15
to review the results of studies called for under resolves and take appropriate action to accommodate development of broadband systems, including IMT,

invites the Director of the Telecommunication Development Bureau

to draw the attention of the Telecommunication Development Sector to this Resolution,

to participate in the studies by submitting contributions to ITU‑R.

Proposal:



“to consider the spectrum requirements and possible regulatory actions, including additional allocations to the mobile service on a primary basis to accommodate the development of broadband systems, including IMT, based on the results of ITU-R studies, in accordance with Resolution [MOBILE] (WRC‑12)”.
Background/Reason:
Prior to WRC-07, ITU-R Report M.2078 was developed on spectrum estimates for IMT. The report took into consideration the new user demand requirements and network deployment and predicted total spectrum bandwidth requirement for both existing mobile cellular systems, including pre-IMT-2000 and IMT-2000 and its enhancements, and IMT-Advanced for the year 2020.  The predicted total spectrum requirement was calculated for both low and high user demand scenarios to be 1 280 MHz and 1 720 MHz, respectively.  Accordingly WRC-07 decided to designate some additional spectrum for IMT, including the band 790 – 862 MHz. 

The spectrum now identified for IMT in Radio Regulation does not meet the total requirement estimated for IMT in the lower user demand scenario estimated in Report ITU-R M.2078. Therefore, WRC-07 adopted Recommendation 207 for Future IMT systems. It recommends ITU-R to study as necessary technical, operational and spectrum related issues to meet the objectives of future IMT systems. Accordingly ITU-R WP 5D is developing a new ITU-R deliverable entitled “Analysis and assessment of global broadband wireless services and marketplace for IMT” in order to review the user demand estimates (and corresponding spectrum requirements) in Report ITU-R M.2078.
