· to consider the adequate protection of mobile-satellite service operating in the 406-406.1 MHz band from unwanted emissions;
· to consider possible new allocations to the fixed-satellite service (FSS) in the frequency bands 7 150-7 250 MHz (space-to-Earth) and 8 400-8 500 MHz (Earth-to-space), subject to appropriate sharing conditions, with a view to extending the current worldwide allocation to the FSS in the bands 7 250-7 750 MHz (space-to-Earth) and 7 900-8 400 MHz (Earth-to-space), as well as the possibility to allocate part of these bands currently allocated worldwide to the FSS to the maritime-mobile satellite service (MMSS);
· to consider the results of ITU‑R studies including spectrum requirements and spectrum identification in order to enhance and implement possible new AIS technology applications;
· to consider spectrum requirements for the on board communication channels.
