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Nomination for vice-chairman of ITU-R Study Group 5

For the purpose of this discussion, the UK is pleased to inform the CPG that Martin Fenton from Ofcom is available as a candidate for vice-chairmanship of SG5.

Martin Fenton
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Martin has over 15 years experience in spectrum management with the UK spectrum regulator, Ofcom and its predecessor, the Radiocommunications Agency. He is a specialist in public mobile networks and his current role is leading studies to determine the optimal technical conditions for the award of 800 MHz and 2.6 GHz in the UK. Martin has led the technical work in support of a number of previous spectrum auctions for Ofcom. Martin also has a great deal of experience at international spectrum management groups including across CEPT and ITU, for instance he led the UK preparations for the last two WRCs on the IMT agenda items and was a key member of the CEPT negotiating team on future IMT spectrum at WRC-07.
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
