Resolution 614 (WRC-07): Use of the band 15.4-15.7 GHz by the radiolocation service

Introduction
The results of the ITU studies demonstrate that the operation of radiolocation systems in the 15.5-15.7 GHz band is compatible with adjacent-band and co-frequency allocations, provided that appropriate mitigation techniques are adopted.


Proposal
Given the European proposal for a new AM(R)S allocation under agenda item 1.3 and in order to facilitate the protection of EESS and radioastronomy below 15.4 GHz, Europe proposes a new primary allocation for the RLS limited to the 15.5-15.7 GHz frequency band together with a footnote to protect ARNS.
This will provide a primary allocation to RLS, contiguous across 15.5-17.3 GHz, with sufficient bandwidth to meet emerging requirements for increased image resolution and range accuracy, and assure long-term operating and development environment for radiolocation systems, while maintaining protection in the Radio Regulations for ARNS and RAS systems.
