[bookmark: _GoBack]At its 75th meeting, WG FM considered the draft CEPT Report A developed by FM51 in response to the EC Mandate for approval.  The meeting noted the Liaison Statement from WG SE (Doc. FM(12)121) and the proposed action to provide a single set of technical conditions for the duplex gap of the 1710-1785/1805-1880 MHz mobile band.  WG FM requests that this information is provided as soon as possible to allow FM51 to complete its work on the draft report.

However, WGFM would need additional information from technical studies to allow the report to provide quantitative indications on the capacity that each of the bands under consideration might provide for wireless audio applications.

We would appreciate an early response to this Liaison Statement as to what may be achieved and under what timescale.

In consideration of the schedule dictated by the Mandate, WG FM has approved the substance of the draft CEPT Report A, and authorised FM51 to complete the report with technical criteria provided from SE7 in response to this Liaison Statement.  FM51 will then submit a revised draft to ECC#32.

WG FM appreciates the assistance from WG SE and looks forward to receiving the study results.
