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Dear colleagues,

The following notes have been drafted in order to help you to prepare our forthcoming ECC PT1 meeting in Marseille. As far as possible the necessary actions and decisions to be taken at our meeting are outlined in these notes. 

I would highly appreciate if you could inform me on serious difficulties you have already before the meeting so that the timetable can be adjusted to give sufficient time to resolve all issues during plenary and relevant sub working groups. 

I would like to remind you that all input documents have to be sent in electronic form to the ECC PT1 secretariat, copy to myself and will be placed on the ECC PT1 web pages (www.cept.org/ecc/groups/ecc/ecc-pt1/client/meeting-documents). A notice will be sent out by e-mail by the ECC PT1 secretariat. The ECC PT1 web page will therefore be used to provide you with all documents relevant for the meeting.

The deadline to submit documents to this meeting is 9 January 12 h00 [Paris time] at the latest.

The template for the next ECC PT1 meeting can be downloaded from the ECC PT1 web page.

Our opening session provides an opportunity to share information and to provide a common background to all the participants before launching detailed activities in sub working groups (SWG). We will consider the results of Correspondence Group activities and proposed issues to be considered at this meeting. ECO will provide background information in this section also.

This is also an opportunity to highlight issues which need particular consideration: 
· MCA issue:
Following the public consultations of ECC Report 187 have been updated and will be submitted to SE for approval. It shall be noted that the conclusion has radically changed on the 2,6 GHz scenario. This issue should be considered by WG SE before any initiative from our side on that topic. Within ECC PT1, CEPT Report 48 on mobile communications on board aircraft should be consolidated based on the result of public consultation. At this stage, we should assess the opportunity to include the new connectivity bands in the ECC DEC(06)07 as appropriate. 

· Organization of the work: The next ECC PT1 will start on Monday and will finish on Friday morning (closing session). This meeting will be co-located with the CPG PTD meeting which will start on Monday afternoon. 
The relevant time table of the ECC PT1 meeting (SWG activities) will be defined in cooperation with SWG Chairmen taken into account contributions and topics identified in both meetings. The ECC PT1 secretary will inform the participants, day by day, of the time schedule of the relevant SWGs. This approach leaves some flexibility in order to balance during the week the drafting sessions (SWG) according the topics to discuss (either from ECC PT1 or either from PTD meetings). 
The SWGs will provide opportunities to have detailed discussions on relevant identified issues from the draft agenda. 
During our closing session and based on results of discussion of SWGs, we will approve the outputs documents and various LS and agreed way forwards including the need of CG to be established further to the ECC PT1 plenary.  

The main issues to be considered at the next ECC PT1 meeting are the following ones:  
1. SWG A 

3.5 GHz EC mandate, task 2

There is a need to work on the further harmonisation of the 3400-3600 MHz band in order to be ready to complete task 2 of the EC mandate and the CEPT Report for the ECC PT1 May meeting. Contributions are invited on this topic. It should be noted that at the last RSCOM concerning the EC mandate 3,4-3,8 GHz, the European Commission invited ECC to consider a “small cell scenario”.
Mobile on Board Aircraft

Based on the results from the public consultation of CEPT report 48, a draft revised ECC DEC(06)07 may be prepared. We should assess the opportunity to include new connectivity bands. 
Revision of ECC DEC(06)13
Following the work initiated at the September ECC PT1 meeting, the draft revised ECC DEC(06)13 should be worked on with the aim of having a decision coherent with the corresponding EC decision 2011/251/EU (based on CEPT reports 40 and 41) allowing the introduction of LTE and WiMAX in the 900 and 1800 MHz bands.

DECT issues

Input contributions are invited in order to advance on the current draft of revised ERC DEC(98)22 (ECC PT1(12)084 Annex 12).
ITU-R IMT issues – other than WRC-15 AI 1.1 and 1.2
SWG A is invited to consider if a CEPT contribution(s) is needed for the next 5 D (or other ITU-R meetings) and to develop relevant document accordingly (for issues other than AI 1.1 and 1.2).

Future updates of ECO report 03

Further to the discussions that took place at the previous meeting and based on the feedback provided by ECO, SWGA should consider whether ECO Report 03 should be generated by an extract of the EFIS database. Input on this potential use of the EFIS database is invited.
Further to the agreed way forward during the meeting, SWG A should update its work program and the relevant list of deliverables to the work of ECC PT1. Any issue in relation with review of ECC Decisions should be considered.
2. SWG C 

Cross border coordination: generic recommendation

Contributions on this work item are invited.
3.5 GHz

BEM at 3,5 GHz

Based on the result of XO ECC PT1 meetings from October and December BEM for the 3.5 GHz band should be further developed. 
EC mandate, task 1

Based on the above, SWG C should start drafting section 3.2 of CEPT Report 49 inserting the results for the BEM. Final approval for submission to ECC (for approval for public consultation) is planned at our May meeting. Contributions are invited on this topic. It should be noted that at the last RSCOM concerning the EC mandate 3,4-3,8 GHz, the European Commission invited ECC to consider a “small cell scenario”.
Coexistence between TDD networks 

SWG C should consider the coexistence issue between TDD networks. The aim is to produce the final ECC report for public consultation (based on ECC PT1(12)084 Annex 15).
Mobile communications on board aircraft (sharing issues)
SWG C should consider the results of the public consultations CEPT Report 48 and consider relevant feedback from SE 7. Concerning the issue of 2,6 GHz scenario, it seems appropriate to wait for the result of WG SE before taking any final decision. 
BEM for 1452-1492 MHz L-band

Results from the correspondence group activity will be used to progress on the drafting BEM for 1452-1492 MHz L-band. A possible approval may be expected according to the progress of the work. We should also develop relevant feedback to FM 50. 
MCV

Contributions are invited on the coexistence studies between the candidate new MCV systems (UMTS 2 GHz and LTE 2.6 GHz) and terrestrial mobile networks. 
Further to the agreed way forward during the meeting, SWG C should update its work program and the relevant list of deliverables to the work of ECC PT1. Any issue in relation with review of ECC Decision should be considered.
