Introduction

This document contains brief overview of the results of 75th meeting of WGFM in Minsk (Belarus) relevant to ECCPT1 work and presented below. Complete text of WGFM minutes can be found in doc. FM(12)144rev1. Annex to current document contains the relevant extracts of these minutes for information.
Some results and appropriate requests were submitted from WGFM in several liason statements (ECCPT1 (13)001 (PMSE), 002 (unpaired 2 GHz bands) and 003 (1452-1492 MHz)). Some of the action from ECCPT1 is also expected on 2300-2400 MHz according to the ToR of FM PT52.
Some of the information are relevant to the bands which are now under consideration in accordance with AI 1.1 of WRC-15. It is invited to take this information into account.
Results of WGFM work 

Monitoring
WGFM adopted Draft ECC Recommendation (12)03 “Determination of the radiated power through field strength measurements in the frequency range from 400 MHz to 6000 MHz” for public consultation. The title was modified to reflect that the applicability of the Draft ECC Recommendation is not limited to the determination of e.i.r.p. For example, it is also applicable for ERP determination.

Broadband DA2GC

The responses to the questionnaire regarding BFWA at 5.8 GHz were introduced. So far 14 countries have implemented BFWA in the whole frequency range from 5725-5875 MHz, whereas some other countries have implemented BFWA in parts of this frequency range, 14 countries have not at all implemented BFWA until now. The main reasons for not implementing BFWA, partly or completely, are given by the required protection of other radio applications. With that regard, RTTT DSRC, ITS, FSS uplinks and radars were mentioned.

The ETSI Liaison Officer introduced an update on the Broadband DA2GC related activities. With regard to Broadband DA2GC, there are now three SRDocs of which two have been completed and published:

· TR 103 054, which was published in July 2010, describes DA2GC systems using LTE technology and operating in part of the frequency range from 790 MHz to 5150 MHz.

· TR 101 599, which has recently being published by ETSI describes DA2GC systems employing beamforming antennas, operating in the 2.4 GHz and 5.8 GHz bands.

· TR 103 108 is still being worked on by ETSI. It describes a DA2GC System operating in the 5.855-5.875 GHz band using 3G technology. This SRDoc will be submitted to the February 2013 WGFM meeting.

Taking into account the compatibility studies as well as results regarding the Broadband DA2GC systems as described in ETSI TR 103 054 WG FM decided to remove the frequency band 2400-2483.5 MHz from the list of candidate bands for Broadband DA2GC.

FM48 had already started to discuss the terrestrial unpaired 2 GHz bands. WG FM point of view, the work on the terrestrial unpaired 2 GHz bands should be prioritised over the 5.8 GHz band.

PPDR

The catalogue containing the PPDR requirements and applications extracted from deliverables from ITU-R, ETSI and ECC was peresented. The catalogue is a living document, will be used as working document and may be updated by PT 49 if necessary. Extracts of the catalogue will be used for the Report A (“PPDR requirements”). The Meeting endorsed to use the LTE technology as basis for the spectrum calculations within PT 49, because calculations can be done only on the basis of a technology. The presentation of Report A is foreseen at next WGFM meeting in February 2013. 

The initial spectrum investigation work had begun on the basis of the PT 38 band list supplemented by the unpaired bands 1900-1920 MHz and 2010-2025 MHz. The presentation of results (Draft Report B) is foreseen for the end of 2013.

1452 – 1492 MHz

WGFM adopted for public consultation the draft ECC Report 188 on the future harmonised use of 1452-1492 MHz. WGFM has also concluded on the following work:

· FM50 is tasked to develop an ECC Decision designating the band for mobile/fixed communication networks (MFCN) supplemental downlink (SDL) as concluded by the draft ECC Report and defining the Least Restrictive Technical Conditions with a harmonised band plan for the 1452-1492 MHz band, based on 8 blocks of 5 MHz with associated generic BEM and restricted BEM;

· The final draft ECC Decision should be available to WGFM for adoption for public consultation in February 2013;

· FM50 is also tasked to develop an ECC Decision to withdraw the ECC Decision (03)02;

· As a first step, an ECC Recommendation should be developed to deal with the cross-border coordination between two MFCN SDL systems applicable in the 1452-1492 MHz;

· To send one liaison statement to WGSE, copy SE7, and ECC PT1 to share out of the technical tasks that would need to be carried out;

· To send a liaison statement to CPG PTD to inform it of the conclusion and future work of WGFM on the 1452-1492 MHz band.

PMSE

WG FM noted that FM PT51 has examined the possible use of the unpaired 2 GHz bands for PMSE and has identified that both bands are potential candidates for PMSE use.

The Draft Report A from CEPT to the European Commission in response to the Mandate "On technical conditions regarding spectrum harmonisation options for wireless radio microphones and cordless video-cameras (PMSE equipment)" was also introduced.

WG FM supported the draft CEPT Report A, and gave authorisation to FM PT51 to amend the technical conditions for the 1800 MHz band in line with the output of SE7, and then submit the draft CEPT Report 50 to ECC for adoption for public consultation.

The Doc FM(11)093rev1, the analysis of the WGFM questionnaire on PMSE was presented. This document contains information on the use and regulation of the different bands for PMSE in the different countries of CEPT. The report is a working document, maintained by ECO.
Short Range Devices 

Two administrations proposed the task SRD/MG to review the Recommendation ERC/REC 70-03 on Short Range Devices, in particular its Annex 10 on “Radio microphone applications including aids for the hearing impaired”, by including the band 1492-1518 MHz.

It was indicated that the 1492-1518 MHz is not yet decided as a candidate frequency band for mobile broadband/IMT and that the current work in PT D is only at the beginning. The band 1492-1518 MHz is proposed by some administrations for consideration under WRC-15 AI 1.1. A CEPT proposal could be sent to ITU in June 2013 at the earliest. It is unlikely that CPG makes a decision prior to the next WG FM meeting.

WG FM tasked SRD/MG to investigate how to insert the band 1492-1518 MHz.

ECC PT1 (MFCN Matters)

An overview of the results of the last ECC PT1 meeting was introduced. WGFM noted the progress report of ECCPT1 without comments.

EFIS Maintenance Group

EFIS/MG Chairman reported that the Administrations in EFIS/MG indicated support for the electronic questionnaire concept (which was proposed as a possible alternative to administrations entering “all rights of use from 400 MHz to 6 GHz” in EFIS). In addition, the meeting identified several severe problems when expanding the current rights-of-use scheme for ECS bands to other bands and services. 

The introduction of the duplex feature in the rights-of-use section of EFIS as well as the additional optional field “technology in use” was welcomed by administrations in EFIS/MG. The EFIS/MG discussed the best approach to align ECO Report 03 and RoU in EFIS, in order to remove/avoid deviations. The best approach was thought to be that the matter would first be discussed in ECC PT1 which was done in the recent PT1 meeting. The aim is that the ECO Report 03 can be generated from the EFIS database.

It was informed WGFM was informed that after ECO had completed all the actions on the ECA merger into the EFIS database, the ECA database was switched-off in September 2012.

WG FM has also adopted for publication the new draft ECC Report 180 on guidance on the interpretation of the requirements of ECC/DEC/(01)03 on EFIS.

Cognitive radio systems

WGFM decided to establish new Project Team, FM53. WGFM discussed the ToR for this group which will be dedicated to Reconfigurable Radio Systems (RRS) and Licensed Shared Access (LSA) issues. It is also noted that the establishment of a PT will give more capacity to CEPT to address the tasks identified in ITU-R Resolution 58.

ECC tasked WGFM to clarify the CEPT position on white spaces. WGFM agreed on the elements that were provided to the ECC.

Unpaired 2 GHz bands

WG FM took note that the European Commission intends to issue a Mandate to CEPT, to assess alternative scenarios in the unpaired terrestrial 2 GHz bands, in view of developing least restrictive conditions for their deployment. The deliverables and respective deadlines are planned as follows:

· June 2013: Interim Report from CEPT to the Commission;

· January 2014: Final Draft Report from CEPT to the Commission;

· June 2014: Final Report from CEPT to the Commission, taking into account the outcome of the public consultation. 
Based on the elements highlighted to WG FM, it was proposed to prioritize the applications that would be addressed on a first step. In particular, two of those – Broadband DA2GC and PMSE – seemed to need to be studied in an earlier stage than the other identified alternative uses, due to the good progress achieved at present. The meeting agreed to give priority to Broadband DA2GC and PMSE in the analysis that has to be carried out and to inform WG SE accordingly.

FM PT 48 and FM PT 51 were requested to share the lead within WG FM and actively contribute to the work that needs to be developed as soon as the EC Mandate is issued to assess alternative scenarios in the unpaired terrestrial 2 GHz bands. WG FM agreed to evaluate at its 76th meeting in February 2013 if this structure may be kept until the work is concluded. It was also agreed to keep the CG on unpaired 2 GHz bands until WG FM’s February 2013 meeting. 

Update of the ECA Table (ERC Report 25)

The draft ERC Report 25 “The European table of frequency allocations and applications in the frequency range 9 kHz to 3000 GHz” was ammended. In preparation of this document, updates on the ECC deliverables, ETSI Harmonised European Standards and Final Acts of WRC-15 were taken into account. 

ECO identified that for the 900 MHz, 1800 MHz and 2500 MHz bands nine CEPT countries use “TRA-ECS” in EFIS and therefore proposed to change for this band in column “application” to TRA-ECS in line with WGFM’s decision for the band 790-862 MHz. ECO has also harmonised the content of the column “application” with the approved set of terminology for EFIS (Annex 2 of ECC/DEC/(01)03) as was decided by WGFM as the applicable terminology for ECA. 

WG FM reviewed and approved ERC Report 25 (Annex 37) for public consultations without further modifications but noting that the issue of TRA-ECS for the 900 MHz and 1800 MHz band could be further discussed at the next WG FM meeting subject of comments received during the public consultations.

Review of ECC/ERC Decisions, Recommendations, RIS implementation and Approval of ECC Reports

WG FM  agreed to approve the amended  ECC/REC/(04)01 with regard to forbidding the placing on the market and use of jummers for the public consultation. WG FM also agreed that ECC/REC/(03)04 will be withdrawn. ECC/REC/(03)04 contains the provision which some Notified Bodies have misinterpreted that provision issuing positive opinions on “intelligent jammers” while all kinds of jammers are prohibited from placing on the market for the use under the R&TTE (1999/5/EC) and the EMC (89/336/EEC) Directives in the EU Member States. WG FM also invited ECO to inform ECC PT1 and ADCO R&TTE on action taken by WG FM.
WG FM also discussed the date for the retaining of ECC/DEC/(07)02 taking into account the recently published  ECC/DEC/(11)06 covering the same frequency bands 3400-3600 MHz,  3600-3800 MHz. It was agreed that ECC/DEC/(07)02 should have the same date for action as ECC/DEC/(11)06 namely 2013. With these modifications the list of ECC Decisions for the regular review by WG FM was agreed as in Annex 41 to the minutes.

Frequencies for maritime broad band links

The ETSI Liaison Officer informed the meeting that ETSI TC BRAN is preparing SRDoc on Broadband communication links for ships and fixed installations engaged in off-shore activities operating in the 5 GHz to 8 GHz range. This could be finalised in the December BRAN meeting after which it will also be submitted into the ERM approval/review process which might also result into a submission for the May 2013 WGFM meeting. Also here, there might even be an early draft made available for the February meeting. 

Broadband Wireless Systems in 2300-2400 MHz

WGFM decided to establish a Project Team (PT) with the aim to develop harmonisation measures in the band 2300-2400 MHz. Mr. Ola Wimo (Sweden) was appointed to lead FM PT 52. The Project Team has two main tasks:

· To develop a draft ECC Decision, aimed at harmonising implementation measures for MFCN (including broadband wireless access systems) in the frequency band 2300-2400 MHz including; 

· least restrictive technical conditions (LRTC), taking into account the existing standardisation framework and activities at the worldwide level, and an  appropriate frequency arrangement;

· regulatory provisions based on LSA ensuring the long term incumbent use of the band in the territory of the administrations that wish maintain such use;

· To develop a draft ECC Recommendation on border coordination in the band 2300-2400 MHz, in liaison with ECC PT1;

ETSI’s Liaison Officer also informed WG FM that a new Work Item for an SRDoc on “Mobile broadband services in the 2300 MHz - 2400 MHz band under Licensed Shard Access regime” was adopted at the last TC ERM meeting. It was highlighted that a draft SRDoc is to be expected for WG FM meeting in February 2013 and that it should be concluded by May’s meeting.

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Issues in Progress


5.1 FM PT 22 (Monitoring)


5.1.1 Progress Report


(1) Mr. Ralf Trautmann (D), the Chairman of FM PT 22, presented Document FM(12)109, the progress report of the project team. He mentioned that there has not been any regular meeting of the Project Team since the last WG FM meeting. Pursuant to section 5.1.3 of the Minutes of 74th WG FM meeting, however, FM PT 22 held a “Go-To meeting” on the revision of the Draft new ECC Recommendation (12)03 on e.i.r.p. determination. At its next meeting scheduled 6-9 November 2012 in Kyiv, FM PT 22 will continue the discussion on a new Annex to Recommendation ECC (11)06 regarding BEM measurements at LTE base stations. Mr. Trautmann invited all interested parties to send contributions.


(2) The Chairman of WG FM raised the question how to deal with the aspect of risk management as mentioned in Document Info 003. The Chairman of FM PT 22 responded that it is not intended to duplicate the work done in ADCO but he will consider the issue of risk assessment in the next meeting of FM PT 22 and discuss whether it is applicable for the work of the Project Team. The meeting agreed with this course of action and noted the progress report.


5.1.2 Draft new ECC Recommendation on e.i.r.p. determination

(3) Mr. Ralf Trautmann (D) then introduced in Document FM(12)099, the result of the Go-To-meeting. The Annex to this document contains a substantially amended Draft ECC Recommendation (12)03. The extension of the frequency range up to 6000 MHz required the introduction of a new Section A.1.2 «Scope of application and limitations». The title was also modified to reflect that the applicability of the Draft ECC Recommendation is not limited to the determination of e.i.r.p. For example, it is also applicable for ERP determination. The title is now “Determination of the radiated power through field strength measurements in the frequency range from 400 MHz to 6000 MHz”.


(4) The meeting discussed various comments from Sweden, Czech Republic, Slovak Republic and The Netherlands and finally adopted the Draft New Recommendation for public consultation as in Annex 06.


5.3 FM PT 48 (Broadband DA2GC)


(1) FM PT 48 had held one meeting since the last WG FM meeting and had carried out follow-up activities on the Draft ECC Report by correspondence. The meeting which was originally scheduled for October 2012 has been cancelled because stable results on the compatibility and sharing studies, needed for the on-going work, would not be available until then.


5.3.1
Progress Report


(2) The chairman of FM PT 48, Mr Thomas Weilacher (Germany), introduced the progress report (FM(12)101) for the sixth project team meeting from 10-11 May 2012 in London (Ofcom UK). During that meeting, inter alia, the 2.4 GHz band was discussed based on the contributions from WG SE (SE PT 44), first discussions took place on the unpaired terrestrial 2 GHz bands, and the Draft ECC Report on Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (DA2GC) was completely reviewed and amended.


5.3.2 Follow up activities, other issues

(3) Mr Thomas Weber (ECO) introduced the responses to the questionnaire regarding BFWA at 5.8 GHz and the summary on it. The summary was amended based on additional information provided during the meeting by different administrations. The latest version is provided in doc. FM(12)090rev5.


(4) It can be seen from the summary that 38 CEPT administrations had submitted a response. So far 14 countries have implemented BFWA in the whole frequency range from 5725-5875 MHz, whereas some other countries have implemented BFWA in parts of this frequency range, 14 countries have not at all implemented BFWA until now.


(5) The main reasons for not implementing BFWA, partly or completely, are given by the required protection of other radio applications. With that regard, RTTT DSRC, ITS, FSS uplinks and radars were mentioned.


(6) WG SE and SE PT 44 were informed on these results in support of outstanding compatibility and sharing studies regarding the 5.8 GHz band.


(7) From the point of view of The Netherlands, the correct protection requirements for radars – which are more stringent than e.g. for mobile applications - should be applied for the studies regarding the 5.8 GHz band. The FM48 chairman invited the Dutch administration to contribute on that directly to SE PT 44.


(8) It was emphasised during the discussion that the possible non-availability of the 5.8 GHz band, because of the required protection of specific radio applications in some CEPT countries, could be in contradiction with the pan European character of the DA2GC system.


(9) The liaison statement from WG SE was introduced (FM(12)120). With regard to the densely used ISM band 2400-2483.5 MHz the studies have shown that frequency sharing between the DA2GC system as described in the ETSI TR 101 599 and incumbent applications seems not to be feasible. Based on these findings, WG SE is of the view that the band 2400-2483.5 MHz should not be further studied.


(10) This position was supported by DigitalEurope. Mr Wassim Chourbaji referred to a contribution to a former WG FM meeting (FM(11)135) which provides a detailed description of the DigitalEurope position.


(11) After discussion and by taking into account similar results regarding the Broadband DA2GC systems as described in ETSI TR 103 054, WG FM decided to remove the frequency band 2400-2483.5 MHz from the list of candidate bands for Broadband DA2GC.


(12) The latest version of the Draft ECC Report on Broadband DA2GC was introduced by the FM48 chairman (FM(12)103). This version was developed during the sixth PT meeting and further amended during the following-up activities until September.


(13) The FM48 chairman informed the meeting that another Draft ECC Report on Broadband DA2GC is under development within WG SE (SE44) describing radio compatibility and sharing issues.


(14) It was emphasised by Sweden that the system descriptions (the three different ETSI System Reference Documents) should be complete and stable in order to avoid additional work especially with regard to the compatibility and sharing studies. This was supported by the meeting.


(15) WG FM had sent a letter to the Association of European Airlines (AEA), asking for feedback on the level of interest in terrestrial Broadband DA2GC systems, and a letter to Deutsche Lufthansa AG, asking for information on the current satellite based system FlyNet. The response from Deutsche Lufthansa AG was introduced (Info 009), then noted by the meeting.


(16) From the point of view of Sweden, statements on pricing models should be made very carefully because e.g. the costs for the spectrum (auction results) can hardly be taken into account in advance.


(17) The ETSI Liaison Officer, Mr Edgard Vangeel, introduced an update on the Broadband DA2GC related activities as provided in document FM(12)110. With regard to Broadband DA2GC, there are now three SRDocs of which two have been completed and published:


· TR 103 054, which was published in July 2010, describes DA2GC systems using LTE technology and operating in part of the frequency range from 790 MHz to 5150 MHz.


· TR 101 599, which has recently being published by ETSI and which is also attached to document FM(12)110, describes DA2GC systems employing beamforming antennas, operating in the 2.4 GHz and 5.8 GHz bands.


· TR 103 108 is still being worked on by ETSI. It describes a DA2GC System operating in the 5.855-5.875 GHz band using 3G technology. It is expected that this document goes into the ERM approval/review process within the next weeks. This could result in the submission of this SRDoc to the February 2013 WGFM meeting.


(18) Sweden asked for clarification on figure 15 in TR 101 599 which contains the emission mask for the ground stations operating in the 5.8 GHz band. This mask shows that emission levels outside the intended band of operation are only 40 dB below the main signal which is as high as 45 dBm e.i.r.p. for a single beam (while a single ground station can produce up to 16 beams). So the -40 dBc level represents a level of +5 dBm across any frequency.


(19) The WG FM chairman reminded the meeting that document Info 008 contains a liaison statement from WG SE towards ETSI which raises, among other issues, the same issue as brought up by Sweden. Because of this formal liaison from WG SE to ETSI, the meeting decided that there is no need for an additional communication towards ETSI and to just wait for the formal response from ETSI on this issue and on the other points raised in document Info 008.


(20) The FM48 chairman introduced the aspects and follow-up activities since the PT meeting in May 2012 (FM(12)102).


(21) Sweden questioned the meaning of “broadband” with regard to DA2GC systems. From the point of view of Sweden a Broadband DA2GC systems should provide a data rate which would be significantly higher compared to the data rate provided by current satellite based systems.


(22) Germany pointed out that the ITU definitions should be applied with that regard and that satellite based systems have other disadvantages which also have to be taken into account when comparing both solutions.


(23) FM48 had already started to discuss the terrestrial unpaired 2 GHz bands and recommended that the organisation of the work within ECC / WG FM needs to be discussed, also by taking into account the expected Mandate from the European Commission to CEPT. This issue was discussed in detail under agenda item 5.12 (unpaired 2 GHz bands).


(24) WG SE was informed about the WG FM conclusions (Annex 13). From WG FM point of view, the work on the terrestrial unpaired 2 GHz bands should be prioritised over the 5.8 GHz band.


5.4 FM PT 49 (PPDR)


5.4.1
Progress Report


(1) The Chairman of PT 49, Peter Buttenschön, Germany, reported on the progress on the BB PPDR harmonisation work (Doc. FM(12)122).


5.4.2 Draft EСС Report A 


(2) PT 49 presented the catalogue (FM(12)122 Annex 3) containing the PPDR requirements and applications extracted from deliverables from ITU-R, ETSI and ECC. In addition the catalogue contains the PPDR application matrix (FM(12)122 Annex 4) elaborated in the Radio Communication Expert Group (RCEG) from the Law Enforcement Working Party (LEWP) of the EU Council together with ETSI. The catalogue is a living document, will be used as working document and may be updated by PT 49 if necessary. Extracts of the catalogue will be used for the Report A (“PPDR requirements”). After finalising the catalogue PT 49 created a Correspondence Group on spectrum calculations chaired by Patrick Donohue, France. The Meeting endorsed to use the LTE technology as basis for the spectrum calculations within PT 49, because calculations can be done only on the basis of a technology. 

(3) Sweden expressed the view that the term LTE should be amended by a LTE release number in order to provide the appropriate guidance. 


(4) The presentation of Report A is foreseen at next WGFM meeting in February 2013. The meeting endorsed the proposed way forward.


5.4.3 Draft EСС Report B

(5) The initial spectrum investigation work had begun on the basis of the PT 38 band list supplemented by the unpaired bands 1900-1920 MHz and 2010-2025 MHz. Detailed discussions will start in October 2012. PT 49 invited the Administrations to support the spectrum discussions within PT49. The presentation of Draft Report B is foreseen for the end of 2013.


5.4.4 WRC-15 related activity

(6) CPG PTA asked PT 49 to support the WRC-15 preparations on AI 1.3 with its expertise and sent a liaison statement to PT 49 (INFO 12). The Meeting concluded to send the Report A to the CPG PTA meeting in March 2013 after being approved by WGFM in February 2012.


5.5 FM PT 50 (1452 – 1492 MHz)


5.5.1
Progress Report


The Chairman of FM PT50, Dr. Benoist Deschamps (F), introduced the progress report of FM PT 50 (Document FM(12)097). The FM PT 50 met twice between WGFM#74 and WGFM#75 and finalised the draft ECC Report on the future harmonised use of the 1452-1492 MHz band.


The WGFM Chairman introduced the liaison statement from WGSE (doc. FM(12)118) proposing to assist WGFM in carrying out the appropriate technical studies needed for the implementation of the solution retained by WGFM with regard to the future harmonized use of the 1452-1492 MHz.


5.5.2
ECC Report on the use of 1452-1492 MHz


The Chairman of FM50 indicated that the draft ECC Report on the future harmonised use of the 1452-1492 MHz band is submitted to WGFM for adoption for public consultation. He underlined that the draft ECC Report concludes that the most appropriate regulatory framework for the future use of the 1452-1492 MHz band in CEPT is the harmonisation of this band for mobile broadband / mobile supplemental downlink (SDL), while allowing individual countries to adapt to specific national circumstances in part of the band for terrestrial broadcasting and other terrestrial applications. This regulatory framework will bring the highest benefits for CEPT, with those benefits being maximised when mobile supplemental downlink is deployed under this framework.

The Chairman of FM50 also underlined that the Project Team proposes, in the draft ECC Report, a set of measures for the implementation of the regulatory framework mentioned above.

The United Kingdom indicated that the work carried out by FM50 and the resulting ECC Report is a very useful exercise for CEPT.


The Russian Federation considered that it was premature to ask, as mentioned in the draft ECC Report as part of the implementation measures of the regulatory framework proposed, an agenda item for a future WRC to include pfd limits in RR Article 21 so as to ensure protection of the MFCN systems.


Czech Republic questioned about the existing systems already notified in the MIFR.


The Chairman of FM50, supported by Sweden, Switzerland and The United Kingdom, explained that this is a similar approach to the situation in other bands.


After some discussions, an agreement was found with a modification to the text of this specific implementation measure in the executive summary and conclusion of the draft ECC Report.


With this modification, WGFM adopted for public consultation the draft ECC Report 188 on the future harmonised use of 1452-1492 MHz (Annex 14).


5.5.3
ECC Decision on 1452-1492 MHz


The WGFM Chairman recalled that, at its June 2012 meeting, the ECC decided to allow WGFM to launch preparatory work for the implementation of the regulatory option to be chosen for the 1452 - 1492 MHz band, including the development of ECC deliverables.

Sweden introduced document FM(12)124 proposing that FM50 develops an ECC Decision to implement the regulatory framework for mobile broadband / mobile supplemental downlink (SDL) as concluded by the draft ECC Report. In addition, Sweden proposes to withdraw the ECC/DEC/(03)02, to revise the terms of reference for FM PT50 in order to develop an ECC Decision and to consider sending a liaison statement to WG SE to gives its support to take on the task to perform necessary technical studies in SE PT7 concerning future use in the band 1452-1492 MHz.


Belgium supported the development of such an ECC Decision and added that an ECC Recommendation on cross-border coordination should also be developed. The United Kingdom, Italy, Norway and Lithuania also supported the Swedish proposals. France supported the development of the draft ECC Decision by FM50.


The Russian Federation informed that it would not be in a position to implement such an ECC Decision taking into account the current use of the band. Russian Federation also noted that technological developments for SDL is on the initial stage, as well as preparation of WRC-15 on agenda item 1.1 where this band may be considered as a candidate band for IMT and for which no studies had been carried out so far. However the Russian Federation did not oppose the development of a new ECC Decision on MFCN in this band. It was proposed that this new ECC Decision as well as the possible ECC Recommendation on border coordination should provide possibility for further use of other services to which this band is allocated and that will be in use.

On this basis, WGFM concluded the following:


· FM50 is tasked to develop an ECC Decision designating the band for mobile/fixed communication networks (MFCN) supplemental downlink (SDL) as concluded by the draft ECC Report and defining the Least Restrictive Technical Conditions with a harmonised band plan for the 1452-1492 MHz band, based on 8 blocks of 5 MHz with associated generic BEM and restricted BEM (for coexistence between uplink and downlink MFCN blocks – see section 6.1.4.3 in the Draft ECC Report for explanation of restricted blocs);


· The final draft ECC Decision should be available to WGFM for adoption for public consultation in February 2013;


· FM50 is also tasked to develop an ECC Decision to withdraw the ECC Decision (03)02;


· As a first step, an ECC Recommendation should be developed to deal with the cross-border coordination between two MFCN SDL systems applicable in the 1452-1492 MHz;


· To send one liaison statement to WGSE, copy SE7, and ECC PT1 (Annex 15) to share out of the technical tasks that would need to be carried out;


· To send a liaison statement to CPG PTD (Annex 16)to inform it of the conclusion and future work of WGFM on the 1452-1492 MHz band.


In addition, due to the expected short timeline for the finalization of FM50 work, WGFM decided not to modify the terms of reference of this Project Team despite  the additional tasks given to it.


Finally, WGFM also asked FM50 to consider the draft ECC Decision contained in document FM(12)124.


The Chairman of FM50 indicated that, taking into account the conclusions of WGFM, the next two meetings of FM50 are confirmed and that the next one will take place on the 23rd and 24th October in Italy, at the kind invitation of the Italian administration.


5.6 FM PT 51 (PMSE)


5.6.1
Progress Report


The Chairman of FM PT 51, Mr. Lindsay Cornell (UK), presented the progress report from the 3rd and 4th meetings of the Project Team (Doc. FM(12)111) FM PT51 which were hosted by ECO in Copenhagen on 10 to 12 July 2012 and 6 September 2012 respectively. The project team has continued to tackle the work on PMSE according to the agreed Terms of Reference.

WG FM noted that FM PT51 has examined the WSD questionnaire analysis showing that protection of PMSE via a database would be difficult in some administrations due to the regulatory regime in place, e.g. PMSE use is licence exempt so its use is not recorded, and FM PT51 concurs with this analysis.


WG FM noted that FM PT51 has examined the possible use of the unpaired 2 GHz bands for PMSE and has issued a liaison statement to the Correspondence Group identifying that both bands are potential candidates for PMSE use.


The chairman of WGFM introduced Doc FM(12)139, LS from CPG15 PTD on PMSE.  WGFM noted the request to keep PTD updated of the progress within WGFM on the relevant activities on PMSE issues.  The chairman noted that the next PTD meeting was scheduled for after WGFM#76 in February 2013.

WG FM noted the next meeting will take place from 28 to 30 November 2012 at the ECO office in Copenhagen - all interested parties are encouraged to attend.


5.6.2
EC Mandate on PMSE


The chairman of FM PT 51 introduced Doc FM(12)121, LS from WGSE on PMSE at 1800 MHz, which describes progress towards a single position on the technical criteria, and the plan to hold an additional meeting of SE PT7 in October to complete the study.


The chairman of FM PT 51 explained that as a consequence it had not been possible to finalise the technical conditions for the 1800 MHz band, but that otherwise draft Report A was complete.


The EC Councillor, Mr. Andreas Geiss, noted that the current draft CEPT Report did not contain information about possible MFCN interference into PMSE. He requested that this topic be studied by CEPT in order to ensure the fulfilment of the Mandate on PMSE.


The chairman of FM PT 51 replied that information on the possible interference from MFCN into PMSE at 1800 MHz was not available but that initial input has been provided to SE24.


The chairman of FM PT 51 introduced Doc FM(12)112, Draft Report A from CEPT to the European Commission in response to the Mandate "On technical conditions regarding spectrum harmonisation options for wireless radio microphones and cordless video-cameras (PMSE equipment)".


Mr. Andreas Geiss (EC) stated that the Mandate requires knowledge of whether the bands under consideration will be effective for providing PMSE applications as there was little value in harmonisation otherwise.  He requested that the text be modified to provide some quantitative and qualitative indications.


The chairman of WGFM indicated that there was a tight deadline to meet the timescales requested in the Mandate, and suggested that a supplementary report may be a possibility to add additional information on usability.  He identified three sections of the report that could be modified and asked the chairman of PT51 to propose changes for consideration of the meeting, and to develop a Liaison Statement to WGSE as a response to FM(12)121.


The chairman of FM PT51 proposed some amendments to draft Report A to provide additional text to clarify the constraints to operation and additional studies needed and with these amendments WG FM supported the draft CEPT Report A (see Annex 17), and gave authorisation to FM PT51 to amend the technical conditions for the 1800 MHz band in line with the output of SE7, and then submit the draft CEPT Report 50 to ECC for adoption for public consultation.


WGFM further developed the draft Liaison Statement to WGSE introduced by the chairman of FM PT51 (see Annex 18).  The liaison statement was approved.


The chairman of FM PT51 drew attention to the timeframe (see FM(12)053) requested in the EC Mandate and the requirement to provide Progress Report B to RSC#42 by 4 December 2012 and proposed that the same procedure as had been used for Draft CEPT Report A.


WG FM agreed that the progress report will be prepared by the chairman of FM PT51 and the chairman of WG FM jointly for submission to the ECC meeting in October.


5.6.3
Questionnaire on PMSE


The ECO representative introduced Doc FM(11)093rev1, the analysis of the WGFM questionnaire on PMSE.


The report is a working document, maintained by ECO, which provides valuable information for the work of FM PT51.  The chairman of FM PT51 thanked the ECO for their work in analysing the results of the questionnaire and the continued efforts to keep it up to date.  He said that the information was very helpful to the work of the Project Team and requested that administrations should inform ECO of any errors or updates for their countries.


5.6.4
ITU-R Resolution 59

The chairman of FM PT51 reported that the project team had discussed ITU Resolution 59 Studies on availability of frequency bands and/or tuning ranges
 for worldwide and/or regional harmonization and conditions for their use by terrestrial electronic news gathering
 systems resolution concerning ENG at its third meeting as requested by WGFM.


FM PT51 proposed that a list of candidate bands and/or tuning ranges be compiled at CEPT level and this was endorsed.


Following the request from FM PT51 to input directly into ITU-R Study Group 5 on this matter, WG FM confirmed that where there is consensus, FM PT51 is authorised to make such input.


5.7 Short Range Devices / Maintenance Group


5.7.2.
Status of ERC REC 70-03


The SRD/MG chairman explained with regard to the result of the public consultation of Annexes 1,3,4 and 12 of ERC/REC 70-03 the following (summary shown in Doc. FM(12)095:


Annex 1 of REC 70-03: 2 change requests received from industry. They have been discussed in SRD/MG and accepted by SRD/MG for inclusion in Annex 1 of ERC REC 70-03.


Annex 3 of REC 70-03: no comment received.


Annex 4 of REC 70-03: no change requests received. Only statements in support were received of the proposed changes from Support statements concerning the indicated changes from UIC, one railway operator and one manufacturer.


Annex 12 of REC 70-03: No comments Received. Doc. FM(12)088 from ETSI was noted which indicates support from  ETSI regarding the deletion of the entries for ULP-AMI in the frequencies from 401 MHz to 406 MHz from the REC 70-03.


Regarding Annex 3 of ERC REC 70-03, the ETSI Liaison Officer pointed out that, for the 2.4 GHz band, this annex still contains a reference to ERC/Dec(01)07 although that decision was withdrawn some time ago. The meeting agreed to remove the reference.

With this, WGFM approved the revised Annexes 1, 3, 4 and 12 of ERC REC 70-03 as in Annexes 21, 22, 23, 24 of the present report.


The SRD/MG chairman then proposed to WGFM to adopt the new style ERC Recommendation 70-03. This was proposed in line with the ECC working methods, appendix 4 article 5.3, as amendments of editorial nature and for final adoption. This included also the note/statement added in the introduction and the four revised annexes as approved for publication by the WGFM just before. WGFM approved the new style ERC REC 70-03 without any further changes made in the meeting. The new style REC 70-03 is in Annex 25 of this report.


WGFM noted the Liaison Statement from ETSI regarding RFID operating in 13.56 MHz (Doc. Info 7) and the SRD/MG chairman indicated that PT SE24 is conducting studies. Mr Thomas Weber informed WGFM that the in-band emission level as shown in REC 70-03 is not concerned, i.e. no change in annex 9 of REC 70-03 is foreseen at the moment. However, PT SE24 in collaboration with PT SE21 still discusses how the concept of occupied bandwidth, out-of-band emissions and spurious domain is applied precisely in this concept and this may have an impact on the considerations in SRD/MG.


The SRD/MG chairman informed WGFM concerning REC 70-03 Annexes 7,8,10, and 13 with regard to the timing for the next revisions in REC 70-03 that SRD/MG agreed that this should be set on the agenda after draft CEPT Report 44 will have been in public consultation. WGFM endorsed this position.


Ms Seifert (Germany) introduced document 127rev1 from Austria and Germany, proposing to task SRD/MG to review the Recommendation ERC/REC 70-03 on Short Range Devices, in particular its Annex 10 on “Radio microphone applications including aids for the hearing impaired”, by including the band 1492-1518 MHz.


Ms Seifert explained that that there is a demand for spectrum for cordless microphones in that frequency range and that the relevant compatibility studies have been finalised and that the European Standard ETSI EN 300 422 already covers this range, hence it is proposed to add the band 1492-1518 MHz to Annex 10 of ERC/REC 70-03. By designating this band for radio microphones, the protection of the primary usage has to be ensured. Without prejudging outstanding working results and without excluding any other possibilities and mitigation measures as stipulated in ECC Report 121, the following conditions for the radio microphones would be relevant for providing sufficient protection of military radio applications and are part of the proposal: individual licensing (timely and geographically limited), usage for events, indoor usage, tuning range, priority for military radio applications and no usage if the spectrum is needed for military radio applications in the relevant region.


Denmark, Finland and Sweden expressed the view that a decision on this proposal should not be made until February 2013 while there is on-going work in CPG PT D in considering a list of frequency bands proposed for studies for mobile broadband/IMT.  


The United Kingdom requested a clarification with regard to the CPG PT D status of the work and the WGFM chairman indicated the 1492-1518 MHz is not yet decided as a candidate frequency band for mobile broadband/IMT. The WG FM chairman clarified that the current work in PT D is only at the beginning. The band 1492-1518 MHz is proposed by some administrations for consideration under WRC-15 AI 1.1. A CEPT proposal could be sent to ITU in June 2013 at the earliest. It is unlikely that CPG makes a decision prior to the next WG FM meeting.


France indicated to have military use in the frequency band but could possibly allow radio microphone usage under individual licensing and limited to use at events. France therefore supports the proposal from Austria and Germany by taking into account the conditions in the proposal for the protection of the military applications. Italy shared the view of France.


Belgium and Ireland also supported for the proposal from Austria and Germany.


 WG FM tasked SRD/MG to investigate how to insert the band 1492-1518 MHz considering the content of document 127rev1.  The new work item was finally supported by Austria, Belgium, France, Germany, Ireland, Italy, and the United Kingdom.


5.9 EFIS Maintenance Group


5.9.1
Progress Report


Mr. Thomas Weber (ECO) presented the EFIS/MG progress report as in Doc. FM(12)123Rev1. The report contained a presentation in Annex 6 from the ECO about all the recent changes in EFIS on all EFIS enhancements and new features so far this year.


Mr Weber reported that the EFIS/MG concluded, on the basis of consultations on the document on EFIS Development, that there was no need to establish a restricted area in EFIS. WGFM endorsed this conclusion. With regard to the spectrum inventory, it was noted that the collection of data in EFIS only concerned data that can be published. 


Mr Weber reported that the Administrations in EFIS/MG indicated support for the electronic questionnaire concept (which was proposed as a possible alternative to administrations entering “all rights of use from 400 MHz to 6 GHz” in EFIS). In addition, the meeting identified several severe problems when expanding the current rights-of-use scheme for ECS bands to other bands and services. 


The introduction of the duplex feature in the rights-of-use section of EFIS as well as the additional optional field “technology in use” was welcomed by administrations in EFIS/MG according to Mr Weber. The EFIS/MG discussed the best approach to align ECO Report 03 and RoU in EFIS, in order to remove/avoid deviations. The best approach was thought to be that the matter would first be discussed in ECC PT1 which was done in the recent PT1 meeting. The aim is that the ECO Report 03 can be generated from the EFIS database.


The EFIS/MG also proposed WGFM to send a Liaison Statement to TCAM ADCO to inform about the EFIS application terminology system (in particular layer 3 of the application terminology).  WGFM considered that it would be beneficial if the highest degree of correlation could exist in the terminology used in EFIS and the one used for market surveillance, currently considered in the work on the ICSMS database that will be carried out on the basis of the newly ADCO R&TTE approved European data input form which will be used in future ADCO R&TTE campaigns. The adopted Liaison Statement is contained in Annex 32.


Finally, Mr Weber informed WGFM that after ECO had completed all the actions on the ECA merger into the EFIS database, the ECA database was switched-off in September 2012.


5.9.2
New ECC Report 180 on Guidance

Change requests were received during the public consultation as provided in Doc. FM(12)096 by the ECO. EFIS/MG discussed and resolved all the issues and the updated draft ECC Report was submitted for final approval. WG FM adopted the new draft ECC Report 180 on guidance for publication without modifications as in Annex 33.


5.9.3
RIS Models in EFIS

EFIS/MG had not received any new RIS models since the last WGFM meeting.


5.9.4
EC related activity

Doc. Info 02, the  EC Mandate to CEPT on inclusion in EFIS of information on rights of uses of spectrum between 400 MHz and 6 GHz was noted by WGFM. ECC had given the task to prepare the answer to the mandate to the ECO who operates the EFIS database.   


Mr Weber outlined that the answer will be provided in two CEPT Reports and that the first CEPT Report will provide answers to the first three tasks described in the mandate.  Then, a questionnaire to the administrations with focus on collecting information regarding tasks 4 and 5 in the mandate is needed.  The second CEPT Report will then provide the final answer and also use the information collected by means of the questionnaire.


ECO has consulted the administrations in EFIS/MG and during the last EFIS/MG, a draft questionnaire was developed. WGFM approved the questionnaire as in Annex 34 of this report with the addition of one note proposed by France stating: the requirement on RoU (Right of Use) in the existing EC Decision on EFIS applies primarily to authorisations for ECS which are granted through competitive or comparative selection procedures. When investigating the applicability of the RoU concept on a broader basis, the nature of applications in use should be carefully considered.


The draft working document of CEPT Report 46 was presented for information to WGFM as in Annex 5rev1 of the EFIS progress report by Mr Thomas Weber (ECO).


The EC Counsellor confirmed that EFIS will be integrated in the spectrum inventory. The task is now also to collect data on the actual, existing use as well as trends on use and demand. 

France thanked the ECO for the effort so far in preparing the draft CEPT Report for information of the WGFM. In particular in light of the draft EC implementation act for the inventory that will be discussed at the next RSC meeting, France further stated that EFIS, and its evolutions, must form the basis for the collection of information and for the spectrum inventory purposes. 

Germany agreed with France and pointed out that the work on the CEPT answer has a strong relation to the implementing act that will be developed by the EC.

However, since this Implementing Act will be binding for all EU Member States further discussions between the EU Member States and the EC at the RSCom are essential in order to guarantee the value of EFIS as it stands and its task to provide information within the Commission’s inventory. 

Mr Weber (ECO) expressed that feedback from the administrations on the work on the CEPT Report will be highly appreciated and invited the administrations to provide feedback in time. The draft CEPT Report is planned to be finalised for submission to the next ECC meeting.  One EFIS/MG web-meeting is scheduled for the 10 October and the administration representatives in EFIS/MG are consulted in this work by the ECO.


5.9.5
Review of ECC/DEC/(01)03 on EFIS

WG FM adopted the revised ECC/DEC/(01)03 with the changes in Annex 2 – application terms in EFIS – for administration consultation as in Annex 35.  The amendments to Annex 2 of EFIS Decision (list of searchable applications) include Improvement of overview (through search) of civil radar applications by moving ‘Radiolocation (civil)’ to Layer 1 and gather relevant terms under this (copying, not deleting) + new Layer 2 term ‘Aeronautical radar’.  Also, ‘Weather radar’ proposed to be added as a Layer 2 term. New term: ‘Lightning detection systems’ (L2 under ‘Meteorology’) as used in ECA now after the WRC-12.


5.11 CG - Cognitive radio systems

5.11.1
Progress Report


The Coordinator of the CG CRS, Dr. Benoist Deschamps (F), presented the progress report from the correspondence group (document FM(12)108). He indicated that the group worked on the assessment of the suitability of the European regulatory framework with respect to the LSA concept.


The WGFM Chairman introduced document FM(12)134, the Rapporteur’s report on the two new work items adopted by WGFM on data bases at the April 2012 meeting.


The WGFM Chairman raised the question of the organisation of the work with regard to cognitive radio, noting that it will be difficult to progress on these work items via correspondence only. He also recalled that at its April 2012 meeting, WGFM decided that the CG should be turned into a Forum Group or Project Team at the WGFM September meeting, also to deal with the tasks identified with regard to the licensed shared access.


Sweden did not supported this approach at there is no actual work anticipated on real cognitive systems.


The WGFM Chairman recalled that WGFM has also to deal with the ITU-R Resolution 58.


Germany, France, Italy and the Netherlands supported the establishment of a Project Team on cognitive radio and licensed shared access.


WGFM decided to establish such a Project Team, FM53, recognising that PTs have the flexibility on the number of physical meetings.


France introduced document FM(12)136 proposing terms of references for this new Project Team.


Sweden opposed the proposed ToR as there is no actual development on cognitive radio neither on geo-location data bases outside the TV broadcasting band. In addition, Sweden considered that white spaces in the TV UHF band are already used by wireless microphones, and stressed that it is important that resources for future work are used were most progress can be anticipated.


Sweden was supported by Denmark while the Netherlands, Finland and Germany supported the French proposal. In addition, Germany suggested that the PT addresses Radio Reconfigurable Systems (RRS) and not only Cognitive Radio Systems. This proposal was endorsed by WGFM.


The EC Councillor informed the meeting about the planned Mandate to CEN, CENELEC and ETSI for Reconfigurable Radio Systems (RRS). This mandate will include inter alia the development of Harmonised Standards that cover Cognitive Radio Systems (CRS) operating in TV White Spaces as well as parameters and other information to be exchanged between CRS and geo-location databases.


WGFM concluded that there was enough support for the French proposal so as to take it as the basis for the elaboration of the ToR of the future PT on RRS and LSA. WGFM established a drafting group to finalise such ToR and finally approved those ToR (Annex 5).


The Chairman of FM53 is Mr. Faussurier (France).


The Chairman of WGFM also recalled that at its meeting in June 2012, the ECC tasked WGFM to clarify the CEPT position on white spaces. WGFM agreed on the elements given in Annex 36 prepared by the drafting group. These elements will be provided to the ECC.


5.11.2 WSD in UHF band

The ETSI Liaison Officer introduced document FM(12)087, a liaison statement from ETSI clarifying why ETSI will not provide CEPT with a SRdoc on TV WS. ETSI explains that SRdocs have the objective to initiate sharing and compatibility studies which may result in an ECC deliverable aiming for harmonisation of spectrum. ETSI reminds that SE43 did study the sharing and compatibility issues between TVWS devices and other service.  ETSI also noticed that WG FM initiated work on possible requirements for the interaction between TVWS Devices and geo-location databases. 


Furthermore, the ETSI Liaison Officer stressed that it is important to understand that the purpose of a Harmonised Standard is intended to provide presumption of conformity when placing equipment on the EU market but for operation only in those countries where WS spectrum has been identified and made available for the operation of such equipment. 


ETSI further confirms its intention to maintain close co-operation with the relevant CEPT project teams with regard to its activities on TVWS and Cognitive Radio in general.  


The ETSI Liaison Officer informed the meeting that TC BRAN has the intention to finish the final draft for submission into the PE process during its December meeting. Administrations are invited to participate in this work. 


Germany, France and Belgium disagreed with the ETSI position that was however supported by Sweden. The Netherlands considered that the LS from ETSI was confusing.


The Chairman of WGFM introduced document FM(12)119, a liaison statement from WGSE drawing the attention of WGFM on the two new draft ECC Reports, 185 and 186, developed by SE43, sent to public consultation at the WGSE September 2012 meeting.


5.11.3 Authorized Shared Access (ASA)

With regard to LSA/ASA, the CG Coordinator  reported about a contribution on the issue of the compatibility of the LSA concept with the current EU Regulatory Framework.


5.11.4 ITU-R Resolution 58

With regard to the ITU-R Resolution 58, the CG Coordinator indicated that the two new work items adopted by WGFM in April 2012 related to the use of data bases in the context of CR is already addressing items 1. and 3. of this Resolution and that the 2nd one is mainly related to WGSE work.


It is also noted that the establishment of a PT will give more capacity to CEPT to address the tasks identified in ITU-R Resolution 58.


5.12 CG - Unpaired 2 GHz bands

5.12.1 Progress Report

The Chairman of the correspondence group on unpaired 2 GHz bands, Ms. Cristina Reis (POR), introduced document FM(12)132, the progress on the ongoing discussions on the unpaired 2 GHz bands in FM PT 48, FM PT 49, FM PT 51 and SRD/MG, as requested by WG FM in its meeting in Bern (April 2012).


Document FM(12)116, a liaison statement from WG SE on the unpaired 2 GHz bands, was introduced. WG SE informed about the three existing deliverables, addressing the bands 1900-1920 MHz and 2010-2025 MHz, relevant to the discussion on the unpaired 2 GHz bands. Regarding the alternative uses of the unpaired spectrum, WG SE offered assistance to WG FM in their analysis. In particular, in order to plan the related studies in the most efficient manner, WG SE requested WG FM to indicate which of the identified five alternative uses (see Annex 57 to document FM(12)084) needed to be considered by WG SE in the first instance and what would be the timeframe for the deliverables.


WG FM took note that the European Commission intends to issue a Mandate to CEPT, most probably at its RSC#41 meeting (10-11 October 2012), to assess alternative scenarios in the unpaired terrestrial 2 GHz bands, in view of developing least restrictive conditions for their deployment. The deliverables and respective deadlines are planned as follows:


· June 2013: Interim Report from CEPT to the Commission;


· January 2014: Final Draft Report from CEPT to the Commission;


· June 2014: Final Report from CEPT to the Commission, taking into account the outcome of the public consultation. 

Based on the elements highlighted to WG FM, it was proposed to prioritize the applications that would be addressed on a first step. In particular, two of those – Broadband DA2GC and PMSE – seemed to need to be studied in an earlier stage than the other identified alternative uses, due to the good progress achieved at present. The meeting agreed to give priority to Broadband DA2GC and PMSE in the analysis that has to be carried out and to inform WG SE accordingly.


A debate took place with respect to the future organization of the work on the unpaired 2 GHz bands. In order to develop the actions that need to be carried out, taking into account the forthcoming EC Mandate, the following options were proposed by the Chairman of WG FM: 


· To benefit from the existing structure within WG FM by requesting FM PT 48 and FM PT 51 to work in conjunction, in particular in the analysis that has to be undertaken in the potential sharing of the unpaired 2 GHz bands by both, Broadband DA2GC and PMSE;


· To create a new project team under the umbrella of WG FM;


· To keep the work within the aim of the CG on unpaired 2 GHz bands.

Views were expressed in favour of option (a), so as to keep the actual WG FM structure and benefit from the fact that two of the current WG FM project teams already address the applications that need to be studied on a first step. Option (b) was felt to increase the burden on Administrations willing to contribute and attend the meetings. Option (c) was considered not to be practical, due to the workload that is to be expected with the EC Mandate.


WG FM agreed to the option (a) above, namely to benefit from the existing structure of WG FM. FM PT 48 and FM PT 51 were requested to share the lead within WG FM and actively contribute to the work that needs to be developed as soon as the EC Mandate is issued to assess alternative scenarios in the unpaired terrestrial 2 GHz bands. 

The Chairmen of FM PT 48 and FM PT 51 agreed to exploit the possibility to meet in the same place and week at the beginning of 2013, in order to overlap one day and benefit from the expertise of both groups, in particular to discuss the possibility to share the unpaired bands between those two applications. 

A liaison statement gathering information of interest to WG SE on FM PT 48 and CG on unpaired 2 GHz bands was prepared. With respect to the CG, the liaison statement indicates the applications agreed to be addressed on a first step, the timeframe of the deliverables and how WG FM intends to organize the work on the unpaired 2 GHz bands in the near future. WG FM approved the liaison statement as is presented in Annex 13.

WG FM agreed to evaluate at its 76th meeting in February 2013 if this structure may be kept until the work is concluded. It was also agreed to keep the CG on unpaired 2 GHz bands until WG FM’s February 2013 meeting. In the meantime, pending confirmation of ECC on the work organization within CEPT / WG FM with respect to the upcoming EC mandate, the CG will elaborate on the draft CEPT Report structure to the expected EC Mandate, in conjunction with the Chairmen of FM PT 48 and FM PT 51, prior to the foreseen joint meeting of the two project teams.


5.13 Update of the ECA Table (ERC Report 25)

5.13.1 ECA Table update


(1) Mr. Thomas Weber (ECO) presented the Document FM(12)104 rev1 containing the draft amended ERC Report 25 “The European table of frequency allocations and applications in the frequency range 9 kHz to 3000 GHz”. He explained that in preparation of this document, updates on the ECC deliverables, ETSI Harmonised European Standards and Final Acts of WRC-15 were taken into account. 


(2) In addition,  comments for the bands 3.4-3.6 GHz, 5030-5090 MHz and 42 GHz are identified by the ECO where WGFM should consider certain aspects, as well as the ECA action point list in FM(11)202 Annex 42. Some new allocations have been added for the radiolocation service in column 1 and for column 2, this is subject to WGFM decision.


(3) ECO identified that for the 900 MHz, 1800 MHz and 2500 MHz bands nine CEPT countries use “TRA-ECS” in EFIS and therefore proposed to change for this band in column “application” to TRA-ECS in line with WGFM’s decision for the band 790-862 MHz. ECO has also harmonised the content of the column “application” with the approved set of terminology for EFIS (Annex 2 of ECC/DEC/(01)03) as was decided by WGFM as the applicable terminology for ECA. After consultation with CRAF, ECO has also proposed editorial amendment of the RAS entries.


(4) Mr. Thomas Weber (ECO) suggested that some EU footnotes (EU18, EU29) might be considered for updating by WGFM.


(5) Germany introduced Document FM(12)129  containing a number of proposals for the frequency bands: 472-479 kHz, 4438-4488 kHz, 5250-5275 kHz, 9305-9355 kHz, 13450-13550 kHz, 16100-16200 kHz, 24450-24600 kHz, 26200-26350 kHz, 39-39.5 MHz and 42-42.5 MHz, 862-890 MHz, 1900-1920 MHz, 2010-2025 MHz, 2500-2520 MHz, 2520-2655 MHz, 2655-2670 MHz, 2670-2690 MHz, 4200-4400 MHz, 5030-5091 MHz,  5091-5150 MHz, 5030-5091 MHz, 5091-5150 MHz, 5725-5830 MHz and 5830-5850 MHz as well as for section 6 of ERC Report 25.


(6) After some discussion WG FM agreed to establish a drafting group in order to consider and incorporate proposals for the amendment of ERC Report 25 under the chairmanship of Mr. Thomas Weber (ECO). As a result of drafting group activity, a draft amended ERC Report 25 was developed. 


(7) An attachment to draft amended ERC Report 25 included the result of the consideration concerning the received proposals.   


(8) France was of the view that inclusion term TRA-ECS for the 900 MHz and 1800 MHz is premature and informed the meeting that during the public consultation, France may provide a proposal. 


(9) WG FM reviewed  and approved ERC Report 25 (Annex 37) for public consultations without further modifications but noting that the issue of TRA-ECS for the 900 MHz and 1800 MHz band could be further discussed at the next WG FM meeting subject of comments received during the public consultations.

(10) Mr Weber also indicated to consult the Maritime FG because of the considerable changes in the VHF frequency ranges to ensure that all the frequency pairing information is correctly included in the ECA. In addition, he invited the representatives from the military frequency management to check whether all information on defence usage is still correct and in particular, if some amendments in the notes column could be made.

5.18 Review of ECC/ERC Decisions, Recommendations, RIS implementation and Approval of ECC Reports


(1) Mr. Thomas Weber (ECO) presented the Document FM(12) 098 and informed the meeting that ADCO R&TTE at its 41st meeting (26-28 June 2012, Berlin, Germany) considered the issue of “intelligent jammers” with reference to ECC/REC/(03)04.  This ECC Recommendation contains the provision which some Notified Bodies have misinterpreted that provision issuing positive opinions on “intelligent jammers” while all kinds of jammers are prohibited from placing on the market for the use under the R&TTE (1999/5/EC) and the EMC (89/336/EEC) Directives in the EU Member States and under the provisions of ECC/REC/(04)01 in other CEPT countries which have implemented this Recommendation. 


(2) In order to avoid misinterpretation of ECC Recommendations in the future ECO proposed to modify ECC/REC/(04)01 (see Attachment to the Document FM(12) 098) and to withdraw ECC/REC/(03)04. WG FM also invited ECO to inform ECC PT1 and ADCO R&TTE on action taken by WG FM. 

(3) WG FM reviewed the proposed by ECO changes to the ECC/REC/(04)01 and agreed to approve the amended  ECC/REC/(04)01 for the public consultation as in Annex 39. WG FM also agreed that when the amended ECC/REC/(04)01 will be adopted,  ECC/REC/(03)04 will be withdrawn. 


(4) Mr. Thomas Weber (ECO) presented the Document FM(12)105 containing the draft amended ECC Decision (02)05  on “The designation and availability of frequency bands for railway purposes in the 876 - 880 MHz and 921 - 925 MHz bands” aiming the deletion of the UIC DMO channels as it was already agreed by WG FM and ECC. In addition ECO proposed to update the reference in this ECC Decision since the old reference documents were replaced by newer documents. The correctness of the references was confirmed in consultation with the ERA (European Railway Agency).

(5) WG FM review the proposed changes and adopted the amended ECC Decision (02)05 for public consultation as in Annex 40.


(6) Mr. Thomas Weber (ECO) presented the list of ECC Decisions for the regular review by WG FM (see Document FM(12)114) and invite WG FM to adopt this list and attach it to the Minutes of this meeting. 


(7) Sweden proposed to change the Action column for ECC/DEC/(03)02 from Retain to Abrogate in order to align the status of this ECC Decision with the approved WG FM requlatory option for the 1452-1492 MHz band. After some discussion it was agreed to add for this ECC Decision the following note: this Decision is under consideration of PT50 for withdrawal (WGFM75).   


(8) WG FM also discussed the date for the retaining of ECC/DEC/(07)02 taking into account the recently published  ECC/DEC/(11)06 covering the same frequency bands 3400-3600 MHz,  3600-3800 MHz. It was agreed that ECC/DEC/(07)02 should have the same date for action as ECC/DEC/(11)06 namely 2013. With these modifications the list of ECC Decisions for the regular review by WG FM was agreed as in Annex 41.

New work items


6.1
Frequencies for maritime broad band links

(1) The ETSI Liaison Officer informed the meeting that ETSI TC BRAN is preparing SRDoc on Broadband communication links for ships and fixed installations engaged in off-shore activities operating in the 5 GHz to 8 GHz range. This could be finalised in the December BRAN meeting after which it will also be submitted into the ERM approval/review process which might also result into a submission for the May 2013 WGFM meeting. Also here, there might even be an early draft made available for the February meeting. 


6.2 Broadband Wireless Systems in 2300-2400 MHz


(1) WGFM decided at its 64th meeting in April 2012 to establish a Project Team (PT) during its 65th meeting, with the aim to develop harmonisation measures in the band 2300-2400 MHz. 


(2) WGFM also invited contributions with respect to the draft of Terms of Reference (ToR) for this new PT. As such:


· Mr. Wassim Chourbaji (DigitalEurope) presented document FM(12)113, providing Digitaleurope’s views on the principles to be considered in the development of the ToR for the new PT dealing with harmonisation work for the implementation of broadband MFCN including IMT in the band 2300-2400 MHz. The type of deliverable, the timing and the interest in applying the LSA concept were referred. 


· Mr. Ola Wimo (Sweden) presented document FM(12)125, a ToR proposal for the new PT with the task to develop a draft ECC Decision, for administrations wishing to implement MFCN in the band 2300-2400 MHz.


· Mr. Vladislav Sorokin (Russian Federation) proposed a set of elements for inclusion into the ToR of the new PT on the band 2300-2400 MHz, as pointed out in document FM(12)130.


· Mr. Benoist Deschamps (France) presented document FM(12)133, a contribution that provides draft ToR on the possible new PT on 2.3-2.4 GHz based on those contained in document FM(12)125, taking into account the previous discussions on this issue within WG FM and in particular the WGFM#74 report (document FM(12)084). 


(3) Mr. Edgard Vangeel, ETSI’s Liaison Officer, informed WG FM that a new Work Item for an SRDoc on “Mobile broadband services in the 2300 MHz - 2400 MHz band under Licensed Shard Access regime” was adopted at the last TC ERM meeting (see document FM(12)110). It was highlighted that a draft SRDoc is to be expected for WG FM meeting in February 2013 and that it should be concluded by May’s meeting.


(4) Due to the diverse views expressed, it was decided to establish a drafting group to debate in detail all the contributions presented, taking as a basis the earlier WG FM conclusions as reported in document FM(12)084, to agree on the draft ToR to be present to the plenary. Sweden was invited to chair the drafting activity.


(5) The result of the drafting activity was presented to WG FM (TEMP 15 Rev1). After introducing further editorial amendments and providing clarifications to the meeting, the draft ToR were approved (Annex 5).


(6) Due to the interest showed during WG FM April’s meeting, WG FM Chairman questioned whether Sweden would be in a position to lead the new FM PT 52. Mr. Morgan Westring (Sweden) confirmed that Sweden is interested in taking the chair of the new PT and proposed Mr. Ola Wimo to lead FM PT 52. The WG FM Chairman welcomed Mr. Ola Wimo and provided encouragement in view of the difficult task that the PT needs to achieve.


9.2 Schedule of Meetings


(1) WG FM Chairman invited the participants to note the Schedule of Meetings on 2012-2014 and consider possible venues for WG FM meetings in 2014-2015.

� The term “tuning range” for ENG means a range of frequencies over which radio equipment is envisaged to be capable of operating; within this tuning range, the use in any one country of radio equipment from another country will be limited to the range of frequencies identified nationally in that one country for ENG, and will be operated in accordance with the related national conditions and requirements.



� For the purpose of this Resolution, ENG represents all applications ancillary to broadcasting, such as terrestrial electronic news gathering, electronic field production, TV outside broadcast, wireless radio microphones and radio outside production and broadcast.
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
