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Summary

ECO has continued working on the task of generation of the content of ECO Report 03 on the licensing of mobile bands from the «Right of Use» module in EFIS.

Further to the issues addressed in the previous ECO report to ECC PT1 (doc ECC PT1(12)065), namely the new possibility of uploading paired bands and providing optional information on technology used in EFIS, ECO would like to continue informing the discussion in ECC PT1 and suggests the following considerations.
· Recently ECO implemented in EFIS a new feature of generating reports (currently this function is being tested) and this could be seen as a major step towards generating the content of ECO Report 03 (not the whole Report in its existing form!) from EFIS.

· There remain some differences between ECO Report 03 and EFIS with regard to the terminology used, and, to a limited extent, the format of data. Therefore it is necessary to agree on the accepatable level of correlation between the information in Report 03 and EFIS.

· ECC PT1 may consider requesting EFIS MG to introduce within the EFIS classification system some of the applications optionally provided (as «technology in use») in ECO Report 03, namely UMTS, UTRA FDD, UTRA TDD, CDMA-2000, WCDMA, TD SCDMA, LTE, WiMAX (some IMT related applications already exist as EFIS terms but there is significant difference with ECO Report 03). The alternative way of indicating technology in use in EFIS is to use free text displayed through the icon in the «Application» column see doc ECC PT1(12)065). 

· All CEPT administrations have accounts in EFIS and therefore are capable of uploading the information contained in ECO Report 03 directly to EFIS (although 6 CEPT administrations have not yet uploaded any data to EFIS).

· It is likely that within adminstrations different people are dealing with uploading information to EFIS and responding to circular ECO letters requesting update of national informaiton in ECO Report 03. To maintain the high level of accuracy and actuality of the information in the current ECO Report 03, ECC PT1 may consider ways of drawing attention of administrations to the need of continued regular uploading of up-to-date information to EFIS as regards the «mobile bands». A cautious approach in providing this advice to administrations should be applied since administrations may have different priorities.

· ECC PT1 recalled at its last meeting that the scope of ECO Report 03 is currently aligned with the ECC Decisions under the responsibility of ECC PT1, however there are activities in other ECC groups related to the development of harmonisation measures in other frequency bands which could be included in ECO Report 03 in the future, when appropriate, according to the advice of ECC.
Proposal

ECC PT1 is invited to consider the presented in this document considerations in its discussion on the issue of generating the content of ECO Report 03 from the EFIS database.

Background

ECC PT1#40 (11-13 April 2012, Wroclaw, Poland) requested ECO to study the possibility to generate the content of ECO Report 03 on the licensing of mobile bands from the “Right of Use” module of EFIS database.

ECO reported to ECC PT1#41 (17-21 September 2012, Kristiansand, Norway) that the generation of ECO Report 03 would be technically feasible even though a few items still needed further work. ECC PT1 decided that the discussion should continue at the next meeting and further steps like a possible circular letter from the ECO to the ECC List, a test run to extract information from EFIS, etc. can be considered.
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
