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	Summary: 

	ECO has collected information about contact points and existing public domain information regarding authorisations for test and development/experimental applications.

The questionnaire as in Annex 1 was sent out on the 11 July 2011 and the deadline was the 10 September 2011. By the 2 November 2011 there were 39 answers received by the Office.

The TCAM committee met on 22 June 2011, and identified two proposals for inter alia, improving user information about contact points and wider visibility for authorisations for test and development/experimental applications. TCAM did identify CEPT as one of the responsible entities. In view of the short timescale for response to TCAM the Office had taken the initiative to undertake a questionnaire of member administrations.
This is seen consistent with such lists that have been generated before in the ECC (e.g. enforcement contacts).

Proposal K is potentially more ambitious and may need further clarification and development. However this may be a matter for consideration later into the process.

13 answers indicated No (preference would be to provide a link on ECO web page providing contact & related information about documentation for each administration, no priority or cost effectiveness seen for this subject, other reasons such as the confidential nature of some of the required information).

The potential benefits associated with the development of such internet portal have not been assessed. Further discussions within TCAM.

1 answer: without having more detailed information, technical and procedural ones, one was not in the position to answer this question.

Furthermore it has to be pointed out, that detailed information about the applicant and an authorised signature are one of the legal obligations for issuing licenses.

One view mentioned that the proposal seems to be advantageous from an applicant point of view because it introduces uniformity of the data as its form and contents are concerned.

However the applicant should be in touch with the national administration in order to fulfill the legal requirements which come from the national regulations concerning license issuing process (such as registration of an application, conformation of the necessary payments, reception of the license, etc.)
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
