1 Opening of the meeting
The 66th meeting of WG SE will be held in Sesimbra (Portugal), from the 27th to 31st January 2014. It will start at 14:00 a.m. on Monday, 27th of January and is expected to finish before noon on Friday, 31st of January.

2 Adoptions of the Agenda, Schedule of Work

A draft timetable is contained in the proposed agenda (see document SE(14)001R3) as guideline.  

3 Appointment of Vice chairman

There is one vacant vice chairmanship and one candidature of an experienced colleague. The appointment should be very easy and quick by acclamation.
4 Matters arising from meetings of:

4.1 ECC

The minutes of the 35th ECC meeting are available in Document SE(14)020. Elements highlighted in yellow are for information of the WG SE delegates and will be noted. Items marked in green will need to be considered by WG SE. In particular, as a follow-up of the ECC meeting, WG SE is requested:

· To note the final approval of the addendum of CEPT Report 50 on the impact of LTE on PMSE in the duplex gap 1785-1805 MHz.
· To note the “call for inputs” with regard to the EC Mandate on the “unpaired 2 GHz bands” published in November 2013. The industry and interested groups are invited to provide their view on the reduced list of potential harmonised uses of the 1900-1920 and 2010-2025 MHz. There are three options instead of five: DA2GC, PPDR/PMSE (cordless cameras) and DECT/SRD. The outcome will simplify the required compatibility studies in SE7. The final draft CEPT Report is scheduled for June 2014. 

· To note the potential frequency bands identified CEPT Report 51 for cordless cameras (PMSE). WG SE has already invited SE7 to address these bands. 

· To note that the ECC supported the view that a reductions of the number of the 700 MHz band plans should be achieved before starting to develop the BEM for PMSE.

· To consider the new EC mandate on 5 GHz (SE(14)Info003) and the organisation of the work related to the EC Mandate and WRC-15 preparation as discussed and decided by ECC. WG SE is requested to perform compatibility studies between RLANs and radio services/systems (FSS, ITS, RTTT, BFWA, WIA and DA2GC) operating in the bands 5 725 - 5 850 and 5 850 - 5 925 MHz. ECC invited WG SE to streamline the consideration of the studies in one SE Project Team. This could be SE24 supported by SE19, SE40 and SE44.
· To consider the ECO bulletin on ongoing issues in other regions or organisations. The bulletin can be found in Document SE(14)Info006.
4.2 ECC PT1

There will be one ECC/PT1 meeting two weeks before WG SE will meet: some liaison statements are expected.
4.3 WG FM 

The minutes of the 78th WG FM meeting are available in Document SE(14)018. Elements highlighted in yellow are for information of the WG SE delegates and will be noted. Items marked in green will need to be considered by WG SE. Specific requests are addressed in liaison statements to WG SE and concerned PTs:

· To carry out compatibility studies for ‘Broadband communication links for ships and fixed installations engaged in off-shore activities operating in the 5 GHz to 8 GHz range’ as described in ETSI SRdoc TR 103 109. The frequency range for the studies is 5850-5900 MHz as identified by WG FM (For details see also SE(14)012). This could be addressed by SE19.

· To note that the entire frequency range 76-79 MHz needs to be considered for helicopter application as described in the ETSI SRdoc TR 103 137. This work item, WI SE24_50, is already allocated to SE24 (For details see also SE(14)013). 
· To consider compatibility issues related to surveillance radar equipment operating in the 76 to 77 GHz range for fixed transport infrastructure as described in ETSI SRdocTR 103 148 (For details see also SE(14)017). This task could be addressed by SE24 within WI SE24_50 or in a new WI, as appropriate.

· To note the ongoing work of WG FM on 5 GHz WAS/RLAN related issues, in particular, on the current situation for the studied frequency bands and regulatory approach (SE(14)014). WG FM has addressed also organisational matters with regard to the response to EC. ECC followed this proposal of WG FM and has established a FM CG (Chairman Andrew Gowans, Ofcom) for this mandate. This FM CG will be converted in a FM PT at a later stage (see also §4.1).
· To note new measurements for improving the coexistence between GSM-R and MFCN. From WG FM point of view there is currently no need for further technical studies or additional measurements (SE(14)015).
· To perform compatibility studies regarding future BB PPDR and other (incumbent) radio applications in the bands 410-430/450-470 MHz and adjacent to them (For details see also SE(14)016). This task could be addressed by SE7.

· To the information of  WG FM to ETSI ERM on preliminary technical parameters to be used for Wireless Industrial Automation (WIA) in the frequency Band 5725-5875 MHz (SE14)Info004).

Some of WG FM liaison statements have been already considered in relevant project teams. 
4.4 CPG
There was a CPG meeting after the WG SE meeting in September 2013. CPG has invited WG SE to perform initial compatibility studies for RLANs and radio services/systems operating in the band 5725-5925 MHz. The preliminary results of the studies should be submitted directly to CPG PTD in January 2014 to be used in the final preparation of the CPM text for WRC-15 AI 1.1 by the JTG4-5-6-7. Details of the organisation of these preliminary studies are contained in SE(14)011. WG SE will be informed about the outcome of these studies (SE(14)027). 
4.5 ETSI
A report of the relevant ETSI activities including the results of the 51st ERM meeting in December 2013 will be provided in time. 

WG SE will consider the LS from ETSI ERM on

· ETSI Technical Specification TS 103 060 on “Method for a harmonized definition of Duty Cycle Template (DCT) transmission as a passive mitigation technique used by short range devices and related conformance test methods (SE(14)019)

· SRdoc Draft TR 103 109 on Broadband communication links for ships and fixed installations engaged in off-shore activities operating in the 5 GHz to 8 GHz range (SE(14)Info001)
· 
SRdoc Draft TR 103 148 on Surveillance Radar equipment operating in the 76 GHz to 77 GHz range for fixed transport infrastructure  (SE(14)Info002)

· LS from ERM to WGFM merging the studies on 862-863 MHz with the ones for 863-870 MHz (SE(14)Info008)

The document suggested greater cooperation between spectrum experts and their monitoring/surveillance colleagues within administrations, and also invited ADCO to make a presentation at the next ECC meeting.
