Request for Leeheim Measurements in accordance with the amended ECC/DEC/(09)02


Dear Karl,

FM44 noted that currently there is no work item in WGSE/SE40 on further measurements by Leeheim on out of band emissions from MSS, falling into radio astronomy band (1610-1613.8 MHz).

After discussions PT FM44 concluded that further measurements relating to the Iridium system is required for a number of reasons and in particularly, the requirement under Decides 5 of the amended ECC /DEC/(09)02.

Note Decides 5 of ECC/DEC/(09)02: that the compliance with the conditions for use of radio frequencies by current and future MSS systems in the band 1613.8-1626.5 MHz (space-to-Earth) and the degree of interference in the frequency band 1610.6-1613.8 MHz caused by this usage shall be monitored regularly (e.g. once a year) by a competent body and the results be reported to the ECC.

It is important to provide continuous evidence and indicate changes in line with decides 3 of the amended ECC/DEC/(09)02 to have arguments based on continuous reporting about the situation including the possibility notify the ITU-R about possible interferences. In the past, there was interest expressed by the ECC in doing so. It is necessary to mention also that in the course of development of ECC Report 171 parties involved agreed on some measures which could improve the situation before a new satellite generation will be launched. This intermediate solution needs to be checked using Leeheim monitoring station. 

Note Decides 3 of ECC/DEC/(09)02: that CEPT administrations urge the involved parties (MSS operator and radio-astronomers) to investigate  and implement appropriate technical and/or operational short term solutions to alleviate the interference situation;

These measurements are necessary for the investigation and the resolution of Iridium interference to radio astronomy in the band 1610-1613.8 MHz and therefore we would like WGSE/SE40 to create a work item on this future measurement requirement.

Please keep us informed of the work measurement plan and the results of these measurements.
