1 Opening of the meeting
The 63rd meeting of WG SE will be held in Lübeck (Germany), from the 28th January to 1st February 2013. It will start at 13:30 a.m. on Monday, 28th of January and is expected to finish before noon on Friday, 1st of February.

2 Adoption of the Agenda, Schedule of Work

A draft timetable is contained in the proposed agenda (see document SE(13)001) as guideline.  

3 Appointment of Vice chairmen
There are two vacant vice chairmanships and two candidatures of experienced colleagues. The appointment should be very easy and quick by acclamation. 
4 Matters arising from meetings of:

4.1 ECC

The minutes of the 32nd ECC meeting are available in Document SE(13)018. Elements highlighted in yellow are for information of the WG SE delegates and will be noted. Items marked in green will need to be considered by WG SE. In particular, as a follow-up of the ECC meeting, WG SE is requested:

· To note the EC mandate on the unpaired 2 GHz bands and take the appropriate actions (SE(13)Info02). The response to EC will be coordinated by WG FM.
· To assess the impact of LTE on PMSE operating in the band 1785-1805 MHz. This study will be attached to Part B of the corresponding CEPT Report.
· To provide compatibility studies related to the L-band, in particular on the out-of-band emissions. The studies related to the BEM and cross border coordination will be developed by PT1.
· To submit relevant generic parts of the studies for cognitive radio (ECC Reports 185 and 186) directly to ITU-R SG 1.
· To consider the ECO bulletin on ongoing issues in other regions or organisations. The bulletin can be found in Document SE(13)015.
4.2 ECC PT1

There has been one ECC/PT1 meeting after the 62nd WG SE meeting. That meeting liaised with a number of WG SE project teams (SE7 and STG). The liaison statements can be consulted in SE(13)003 (MCA), 004 (PMSE in 1785-1805 MHz), 005 and 017 (SEAMCAT update). 
PT1 will meet two weeks before WG SE will meet: further liaison statements are expected.
4.3 WG FM 

The minutes of the 75th WG FM meeting are available in Document SE(13)012. Elements highlighted in yellow are for information of the WG SE delegates and will be noted. Items marked in green will need to be considered by WG SE. In particular, WG SE is asked by WG FM:

· To note the support of WG FM on the conclusions provided by SE44 with regard to the considered bands and informed WG SE on the view of WG FM that the study of the unpaired 2 GHz band should be prioritised (SE(13)006). 
· To inform on the progress of the deliverables and time schedule related to the L-Band (1452-1492 MHz and on the remaining technical studies by PT1 and SE7 (SE(13)009, see also section 4.1).

· To provide a single set of technical conditions for the duplex gap of the 1710-1785/1805-1880 MHz mobile band as soon as possible to allow FM51 to complete its work on the draft report (SE(13)008). See also section 4.1 for further action requested by ECC.

· To assist SRD/MG by compatibility studies whether it is feasible to use the frequency band 862-863 MHz by SRDs (SE(13)007).
· To note that the compatibility studies on TRS (Telecoil Replacement Systems) in the frequency bands 870-876/915-921 MHz should put on hold until consolidated information from ETSI is received in order to avoid any delay of the on-going work of SRDMG on the UHF roadmap. In addition, no studies should be carried out on TRS in the band 960-1215 MHz. (SE(13)011).
· To perform a compatibility study in the frequency band 76-77 GHz for RTTT apparatus (EN 301 091) within the usage scenario of low altitude flight, to ensure compatibility with the RAS (SE(13)010).
· To inform on the different options resulting from the questionnaire about the unpaired 2 GHz band (SE(13)006, see also section 4.1)
Some of WG FM liaison statements have been already considered in relevant project teams. 
4.4 CPG
CPG will meet in the week before WG SE takes place.  

4.5 ETSI
A report of the relevant ETSI activities including the results of the 48th ERM meeting in November 2012 will be provided by the ETSI Liaison Officer, Mr. Michael Mahler. 

WGSE will consider the LS from ETSI ERM on

· Clarifications on concerns regarding 13.56 MHZ RFID systems in conjunction with TR 103 059 (SE(13)016)

· Comments on the System Reference document TR 101 599 on Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications System operating in the 2.4 GHz and 5.8 GHz bands (SE(13)020)
Noting that these liaison statements have been already considered in relevant project teams.
5 
Documents for final approval after Public Consultation

The comments received during the consultation period of the documents sent by the 62nd WG SE meeting are summarized in Document SE(13)019.

WG SE is invited to consider the received comments and decide on the final adoption of:

1) Draft ECC Report 185 on "Further definition of technical and operational requirements for the operation of white space devices in the band 470-790 MHz"; (considered by SE43)
2) Draft ECC Report 186 on "Technical and operational requirements for the operation of white space devices under geo-location approach"; (considered by SE43) 

3) Draft ECC Report 187 on the “Compatibility study between mobile communication services on board aircraft (MCA) and ground-based systems” (considered by SE7) 

In this respect, proposals from the relevant project teams on these various deliverables will be considered.

Report from Project Team SE7 (Compatibility and sharing issues of mobile systems (except IMT) operating below 3 GHz)

WG SE need to develop an appropriate new WI related to the EC Mandate or the unpaired 2 GHz band to address the issues identified by ECC (section 4.1) and WG FM (section 4.3), respectively:
· Use of the entire 1900-1920 MHz or 2010-2025 MHz band for PMSE (in particular, video links);

· Combine 1880-1900 MHz (DECT band) with 1900-1920 MHz, making available a 40 MHz block in the long term;

· Ad-hoc PPDR network (potential compatibility to be confirmed).
