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Summary: 
STG received recommendation from ECC PT1 to set the voice activity factor to 1 and to therefore remove inactive users from the algorithm to reduce computer power for both UL and DL. The ECC PT1’s opinion is that the current algorithm treats the voice activity factor erroneously. France also recognizes the problem regarding the voice activity factor. However France proposed WGSE to invite STG to update the algorithm or to develop a new algorithm by keeping the inactive users in the algorithm. Before the new/updated algorithm is available, the voice activity factor shall be blocked at 1.
ECC PT1 also recommended changing the target cell noise rise of the enhanced CDMA uplink algorithm default input value from 0.8 to 0.01 dB, still leaving to the user the freedom of choosing a different value. Consequently, the algorithm will assess whether to drop users from any cell in which the noise rises for more than the lower threshold indicated above. The value of 0.01 dB has been chosen to ensure that the analysis does not disregard any cases of interfered cells, since users may also be dropped as the consequence of a low noise rise. France invites to use a value equal to 0.1 dB instead of 0.01 dB.
Proposal: 
It is proposed that WGSE: 

· Invites STG to update the actual algorithm or to develop a new  algorithm taking into account the voice activity factor. Before  this new/updated algorithm is available, the voice activity factor shall be blocked at 1.
· Invites STG to change the target cell noise rise of the enhanced CDMA uplink algorithm default input value from 0.8 to 0.1 dB.
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
