WG SE would like to keep you informed about the status within WG SE on WG FM’s request for studies in the bands 862-863 MHz and 76-77 GHz. 

WG SE considered your request to study the impact of SRD applications used in the band 862-863 MHz on applications in the band below 862 MHz (LTE) and on the cordless audio applications operating in 863-865 MHz (SE(13)007). 

Based on that request WG SE approved a new work item for SE24 (SE24_47), but with the constraint that the priority in SE24 will be on the existing related work items (SE24_41 and SE24_42). After the finalisation of those work items the new band will be considered.

Some Administrations raised concern on this new SRD-band (LTE in 790-862 MHz) when considering the on-going co-existence issues being studied with SRDs above 863 MHz.

In addition, WGSE discussed the WG FM request to conduct studies in the band 76-77 GHz with regard to the helicopter usage case at low heights above ground to ensure compatibility with the RAS (SE(13(010). 

WG SE considered that it is too early to start a new work until the results of on-going work within ETSI on a number of SRDocs for 76-77 GHz is concluded. Also considering the huge workload within SE24, WGSE decided to postpone the approval of the work item for the band 76-77 GHz.
