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Dear Sergey,

The 63rd WG SE meeting decided to divide the work on the unpaired 2 GHz band between SE7 and SE44. 

The systems and scenarios to be studied will be:

Project Team SE7: 1900-1920 MHz and 2010-2025 MHz: PMSE, DECT (extension), PPDR. WG SE also considered the Liaison Statement from FM48/FM51 (SE(13)046) stating that the prioritisation for the studies for PMSE use is given for mobile links. The technical parameters and studies provided by FM48/FM51 will be taken onboard by SE7. SE7 will consider the compatibility of these systems with existing systems in adjacent bands. Also, SE7 will consider the in-band sharing between these systems and Broadband DA2GC. SE7 and SE44 will work in close co-operation having also joint meetings, when necessary.

Project Team SE44: 1900-1920 MHz and 2010-2025 MHz: DA2GC.

SE44 will consider compatibility of Broadband DA2GC with existing systems in adjacent bands. 

With regard to SRDs WG SE is of the view that these should be studied only in a second step.

WG SE would also be grateful to receive any feedback on compatibility scenarios between the different candidate applications which need to be taken into account with priority.

From WG SE point of view a close cooperation between the relevant PTs of both Working Groups will be needed in order to meet the tight time schedule of the EC Mandate.
