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This document contain information about changes that has taken place at Lyngby Radio on 1/1-2015.
The document is intended to provide information to the Maritime Forum Group, and should not be distributed to the general public.
In summary the responsibility for the radio operations has been taken over by the Navy from TDC. The services will in general be unchanged except for the discontinuation of the public correspondence services. It has been decided that a new supplier will deliver a new technical platform (all technical equipment used in the coast radio service - radios, switching equipment etc.) sometime towards the end of 2015. The Danish Maritime Administration will own the equipment and will have the overall responsibility for the operation of the technical platform. When the new technical platform becomes operational, TDC will no longer be under the public service obligation law to provide radio based maritime distress and safety communications in Danish waters and will therefore no longer have activities in the maritime radio communications field.
The text below is a quick translation of a message that has been distributed to mariners, "radio schools" etc. and will have "traces of the Danish language" in the wording used.



Closing down of public correspondence service and new organisation of Lyngby Radio
On 1. January 2015 by midnight the Danish Defence took over the responsibility for the operation of Lyngby Radio. The reason for this is a political decision that the state should handle the task of ensuring coverage with maritime distress, urgency and safety communication in Danish waters, which for many years has been handled by a commercial company. This means that the duties of the radio operation of Lyngby Radio has been transferred to the defence, that already is responsible for SAR operations in Danish waters.
With the take over of responsibilities by the defence, the assignments of Lyngby Radio will be focused on the maritime distress, urgency and safety service for mariners / shipping in Danish waters. As a consequence the commercial service for public correspondence, which previously has been available, will cease.
It will therefore no longer be possible to establish radiotelephony connections to telephone subscribers ashore through Lyngby Radio, but the professional handling of radio communications in maritime distress situations and transmission of navigational warnings etc. by Lyngby Radio will continue unchanged 24/7 and it will also still be possible to make test calls to Lyngby Radio.
There will be no changes to the Lyngby Radio channels and channel usage on VHF. On MF the only change is that use of the DSC calling frequencies named "National calling frequency" and "International calling frequency" will be discontinued. For distress, urgency and safety calling the use of the MF DSC calling frequency 2187,5 kHz, VHF DSC channel 70 and VHF channel 16 will remain unchanged.
The radio operation will be referring directly to the JRCC in Aarhus, that has already been working in close cooperation with Lyngby Radio in the past.
In a few years new facilities, that can house all elements of the new defence operations centre, will be ready in Karup, at which time a relocation of the radio operations will take place. Until then the radio operations will remain in the Lyngby Radio buildings near Bagsvaerd.
The name "Lyngby Radio" will continue to be used after New Year and likewise it will be the same experienced staff that continue to serve mariners "over the air" in Danish waters.
Consequently mariners and sailors in Danish waters will continue to be covered by a professional and efficient radiobased maritime distress, urgency and safety service 24 hours a day, but it will no longer be possible to "phone" home through Lyngby Radio eg. to inform about delays or change of destination.
